	To review, monitor and improve the Authority’s consultation arrangements.



	
	(d)
	To consider, monitor and improve the effectiveness of the Authority’s partnership arrangements.



	
	(e)
	To oversee and approve the arrangements for the Authority’s custody visiting scheme.



	
	(f)
	To ensure effective engagement with all communities, specifically including the black and minority ethnic communities, vulnerable people, hard to reach groups and other communities of interest.



	
	(g)
	To raise and market the profile of the Authority to ensure it is known in the community and its role is understood by local people.



	
	(h)
	To monitor and review the Race Equality Schemes of both the Authority and force and evaluate and ensure their effectiveness in the community.
