	a
	Overall crime in the Gateshead area has reduced by 15% over the year.  And is down 10% this year so far.  The introduction of one area command for the whole of Gateshead has allowed greater flexibility to address policing at a local level with the areas now mirroring those of the Council’s neighbourhood action areas.

	A number of partnership initiatives have been undertaken with the Council in the Blaydon area.  Barriers have been installed to stop motorbikes accessing Blaydon Burn, which has seen a reduction in motor bikes accessing it.  A protocol for empty properties has also been written.  This ensures that properties which are to be demolished have the copper piping and boiler systems removed.  This protocol has also tied in local scrap dealers who will not accept the scrap unless it can be proved where it has come from.

	Underage youths are obtaining alcohol from a number of sources.  Usually this is bought by older youths, adults approached outside of shops or obtained from their own home.  The Police and Trading Standards department are regularly targeting licensed premises and making prosecutions where appropriate.  A number of operations have recently been carried out in the West resulting in a large number of containers of alcohol being seized.  

	a) d.

d
	One family raised concern relating to the handling of their case.  Their sons motorbike was reported as stolen, however there was no initial follow up by the Police, despite several phone calls being made.  Once the bike had been retrieved the police took two panels away for evidence, which has subsequently been lost and cost the family money to replace.  The bike was then stolen a second time, and a 999 call was made but again no response was made.  Whilst out looking for the bike, the officer passed two parked patrol cars with officers in sitting on a near by forecourt.  When approached the PC’s stated the command room had not passed on the call.  This matter is to be followed up.

	A number of positive comments were made about impact the Community Beat Manager has had in the Blaydon area.  Clarification was sought on the role of the Neighbourhood Wardens (who were present) and why they did not patrol on foot.  Due to the size of the west it is not possible to patrol on foot, therefore there are two wardens in the west providing a mobile patrol.  A service is provided from 1:45pm until 11:00pm by the wardens.  Regular meetings are held between the CBM and the wardens to share information and target resources.

	Football is not an offence unless it is in an area, which displays ‘no ball games’ signs.  It is an offence however if damage is being caused.  Action can only be taken if damage is being caused and this is reported.  Youths cannot be moved on if they are not acting illegally.

	90% of Acceptable Behaviour Agreements are working, with no further offences being carried out.  The remaining 10% are dealt with by other means.  It was noted that people placed on ABA’s are not named and shamed, however those on Anti Social Behaviour Orders can be if it is appropriate to do so.

	A scheme is to be rolled out asking youths who are about to turn 18 years old to attend either there local police station or a mobile unit in Gateshead to apply for a Youth proof of age card (issued by Northumbria Police).  This will allow the youth to be served alcohol in local public houses.  In conjunction with publicans, if a youth presents, looks under 21, and cannot present the card, they will be refused the sale of alcohol.

	a.
	Overall crime in the Washington area has reduced by 19% over the year. The introduction of one Area Command for the whole of Sunderland has allowed greater flexibility to address policing at a local level.

	a) b.

b.
	The two community beat teams within Washington have recently been relocated to new premises.  The Washington South team have relocated to Barmston Primary School, which is seen as key to engaging with the local community.  The Washington North Team have relocated from the Millennium Centre to The Housing Group offices.  A local councillor stressed that it is key that members of the public realise this service is available to all and not just Housing Group service users.  Publicity is to be carried out.

	c.
	With Neighbourhood Renewal Funds coming to an end, it was noted that Police Officers initially secured through this funding would not disappear.  The posts have been mainstreamed and vacant positions have been back filled using these officers to ensure that a reduction in service is not seen.

	d.
	Despite motorbike usage being reported to the Police, not much action has been seen to stop the issue.  Officers assured the public that efforts are going on behind the scenes, and that enquiries are ongoing to tackle and identify offenders.  Information is vital from members of the public to build up evidence.  Work is also ongoing to try to identify an area of land where a potential bike park could be situated.

	e.
	A local Councillor asked whether local disorderly youths were being rewarded with days and trips away.  Officers do regularly take young offenders away along with other non-offending youths in conjunction with local partners and agencies to try to catch youth offending at an early stage.  It is hoped with officers and youths engaging that they will both see each other in a different light.  A reduction in offending is usually seen.

	f.
	Members of the Public did not feel that enough action was being taken against youths drinking alcohol.  It was noted that it is not possible to arrest youths for carrying alcohol, but those who were caught with alcohol had it seized.  Following this many cases resulted in a letter being sent to the parents address, which has seen an 80% reduction re-offending. Often when there is no visible presence on patrol in the Washington area, a lot of work is going on behind the scenes such as plain-clothes operations and patrols in unmarked cars.  Often this work is to resolve youth disorder and alcohol seizures.

	g.
	Police reiterated that they could only act on the information, which is passed on to them by the Public.  If specific concerns or crimes aren’t reported to the Police nothing can be done.  All information received is logged and used to build up evidence for potential prosecutions.

	h.
	There are currently no Police and Community Support Officers in the Washington area, however it is envisaged that there will be some in the area very soon.  The officers have proved to be successful in the City Centre and it is believed that they can only be of benefit in address the issues in Washington.

	i.
	Police are able to manage the conditions of Anti Social Behaviour orders, but it is ultimately up to the Magistrates to determine whether the breach of an order is prosecuted or not.  If the Police are dissatisfied however, they can appeal against any decisions made.  

	j
	Following the amalgamation of the three Sunderland Area Commands, the Black Fell neighbourhood watch member present felt that a reduction in updates and accessibility had been seen from the Neighbourhood Watch co-ordinator.  What used to regular information is now not being shared.  The Police are to follow up this issue to ensure that the four hundred members do not become disheartened.  

	k.
	There is not a no-go area in the whole of Sunderland.  Efforts are being stepped up to address the concerns raised in the Albany, Donwell and Concord areas.  It is a known group of individuals, who are creating problems and a feeling of unnerve.  Evidence is currently being collated and convictions pursued.

	b) l.

l.
	Residents of the Garden House estate thanked the Police for their efforts in addressing concerns with disorder on their estate.  Monthly meetings were held between residents and officers to exchange and share information.  The meetings also informed residents of how they were able to assist the Police.  This resulted in both the Police and residents having evidence, which was used for convictions. Sergeant Robinson who, for his excellent work, was the subject of the very positive testimony from the member of the public.

	Issues Raised

	a.     There is a high student population and a large number of multi occupancy properties in the area. Extra Police resources to increase patrols, reduce burglaries and tackle other crime problems have been brought in to the area.

b.     It was acknowledged that there is a need to reduce the bureaucracy and paperwork Police Officers have to deal with. A national bureaucracy task force has been set up to look in to this.

c.      A lot of people, particularly women, are afraid to use the Metro system at night because of safety concerns. Nexus has installed cctv cameras in and around the stations and on the trains and is trying to address these concerns.

d.     There is a general problem with late night transport. Because of the later licensing laws, many people are walking home and this has increased noise, disorder and vandalism.

e.     Problems of youth disorder and fireworks in Byker Old Town were reported. More cctv cameras and Police patrols were requested.

f.      The Police anti social behaviour unit had issued 1,000 warning letters and there were 32 offenders currently subject to anti social behaviour orders. They also work closely with the Council and other agencies to tackle these issues. 

g.     A joint initiative was being undertaken by the Police and the Council to warn people about throwing out personal details, bank cards etc in the rubbish which could be used by criminals. 

h.     Concern was expressed that the Council street wardens scheme had been taken away from the area. The Council was reviewing the street warden provision as the ward boundaries had changed and the short term funding for the scheme was due to end this year.

i.      There had been a spate of stolen cars set on fire and rolled down a hill in Jesmond Dene. Following action taken by the Police and Council, this had been resolved.

	a.      It was suggested that the forum should be better publicised. The meeting leaflets had been distributed to the nearest 4,000 properties to the venue. It was confirmed that posters had been displayed in the centre and local shops.

b.     Youths had been throwing bricks at the centre last night but the police had not been called. The police can only identify problem areas and take action when incidents are reported.

c.     Gangs of youths gathering at nearby changing rooms were causing a nuisance, damage and upset for the residents and local football teams. Regular complaints had been made and the police were to discuss this with the Council.

d.     Underage drinking in various parts of the area was reported. The police target licensed premises and can confiscate alcohol from those underage drinking on the streets and dispose of it. However, older youths buy it and pass it on.

e.    Tackling the drug problems was one of the main priorities of the police. The drug dealers and criminals committing crime to feed their habits are regularly targeted and arrested.

f.     A greater police presence in the area was requested. The Area Command has 4 sectors each with a community team headed by an Inspector. The teams are responsible for addressing local issues/problems, working with other agencies.

g.   Youths on motorbikes were causing problems on paths, etc. This is a problem throughout the Area Command. The police need information from the public to identify those concerned.

h.    Police and Community Support Officers work within the community teams and are used to patrol problem areas. It is hoped that more will be appointed in the near future. They do not have the powers of police officers but provide reassurance to the public.

i      The problem of speeding traffic on Regent Terrace and Billy Mill Lane, including police vehicles and taxis, was noted by the police

	Issues Raised

	a. Since 1 January 2005 in Northumberland the following have been issued: 771 first stage ASBO warning letters, 230 second stage, 109 Acceptable Behaviour Agreements and 38 ASBOs.  Since 1 January 2005 there has been 87 first stage letters, 19 second, 11 Acceptable Behaviour Agreements and 1 ASBO issued in Morpeth.  

b. 1029 crimes have been recorded in the Morpeth area since 1 April 2005 (compared to 1285 at the equivalent stage last year – down 12%); 47 burglaries of dwellings (59 last year); 108 burglaries from non-dwellings (135 

           last year).  Levels of auto crime, including theft from motor vehicles are 

           similar to last year.  Criminal damage is down from 323 last year to 288 this  

           year.  626 people have been arrested so far this year compared to 475 last 

           year.  The detection rate has also improved.

c. Concern was expressed that, given the time and resources spent in bringing cases to court, sentences are appropriate for the crimes committed.  Police work with other organisations in the criminal justice system towards this aim was noted.    

d. It was noted that the Neighbourhood Watch funds discussed at the last Northumberland Police and Community Forum have now been spent on new Neighbourhood Watch signs for the Morpeth area.  The first batch of signs had been put up on 27 September in Morpeth, Longhorsely, Longhirst, Uffam, Pegswood and other surrounding areas.  A second batch would be put up in the week beginning 3 October.
e. A resident provided examples of other damaged and potentially dangerous Neighbourhood Watch signs that needed to be repaired.  She enquired whether there was any available funding sources available that could be attained to fix the signs.  It was suggested that Northumberland County Council might be able to help with possible funding opportunities.  If funding could be attained, Northumbria Police would help in furthering this work.    

f. Residents referred to the role of parents in preventing their children’s anti-social behaviour.  Opportunities for addressing the role of parents, including the use of Parenting Orders, were noted. 

g. Residents provided details about high levels of anti-social behaviour in the Stobhill area.  Gangs of youths intimidated and verbally abused local people, threw stones, damaged a bus stop and broken windows of shops and the local church, and rode scooters in the early hours.  Concern was expressed about whether the police response times were sufficient for addressing anti social behaviour.  In response it was noted that 96% of all priority calls are responded to within 20 minutes and not all calls can be treated as priorities.  A number of Police operations have taken place in the area to target local youth disorder, through which several Acceptable Behaviour Agreements have been issued.  

h. Residents were encouraged to provide details of youths responsible for anti- social behaviour, if known, so the police can take action.  Residents requested for patrols at the peak times when anti-social behaviour takes place in Stobhill.  Police Officers would look into the particular problems reported by residents.

i. Residents expressed concern that often anti-social behaviour is caused by youths from outside the area.  

j. Residents supported the proposals for introducing a three digit non-emergency number for reporting problems to the Police.  

k. A resident referred to the possible benefits for local young people if the hours of a local youth club could be increased by employing full time staff.

l. A resident drew attention to the level of anti-social behaviour by youths at Morpeth Bus Station.  His children and older people had regularly been threatened and verbally abused.  He suggested regular patrols of the bus station at key times to address this problem.  The Police provided details about their current work at the bus station, but would look further at the problem, such as the use of CCTV in the area and the possibility of stationing officers at the location at the key times.

m. Residents emphasised the importance of Police patrols/presence to reassure residents and deter crime.  Residents praised the efforts of PCSOs and Street Wardens and their role in supplying of information to the Police.  PCSOs would look at amending their operational times to take account of problem times reported for areas like Stobhill. 

n. Examples were also given of anti-social behaviour in other areas of Morpeth including High Church and Kirkhill.

o. Residents acknowledged the need for Police Officers to focus on key problems and requirements and be flexible in their stationing, rather than being responsible for policing a particular local area.

p. Residents noted the role of partnership working, including the  

Northumberland Crime and Disorder Partnership, problem solving and joint working between bodies with an interest in community safety in reducing crime and taking joint ownership for resolving crime and disorder problems.

	a.     A residents’ petition regarding the drug problems on Marden Estate and concerns about the Police response was to be investigated. There is no Community Beat Manager in the area. A review of the Area Command’s staffing resources was being undertaken to increase frontline policing.  

b.     School children causing a nuisance on Churchill fields was reported. The Police work closely with the schools on these issues. The child safe initiative where Police and Council officers attend youth disorder/underage drinking incidents and take those involved home had also been in the area. 

c.     Calls to the Police from this area go to the Ponteland communications centre. A revamp of the emergency and non emergency calls is being considered to improve how they are dealt with. A joint call centre for Police and Councils is to be piloted.

d.     A number of public objections were made against a Monkseaton pub extending its hours because of disorder concerns but they were unhappy when the Police withdrew their objections. Under the new Act, the Police have to prove that previous incidents were directly linked to the premises. Any future problems will be monitored and referred to the Council to review the late licensing hours if necessary.

e.     Whitley Bay residents were concerned at the affect that one small area with a large number of licensed premises had on the rest of the area. The Police patrol the area and work closely with the licensees. The premises have trained door staff, cctv and radio links. The situation is continually monitored.  

f.      Particular families and their children were causing a nuisance and affecting the quality of life of their neighbours. All incidents should be reported to gather evidence. The Police and the Council can then, if necessary, obtain acceptable behaviour agreements and anti social behaviour orders.

g.     Youths gathering in Rockcliffe Park and underage drinking had been reported and the Police have attended. The residents have asked the Council to lock the park in the evenings and remove seats in the area.

h.     The Police Community Support Officers are now patrolling areas to increase public reassurance and they have been well received. They do not have the powers of regular Police Officers but they have been very effective in problem areas. More are to be appointed.

	Issues Raised

	a.    A resident alleged that there was a problem with drug taking in the area.  It was noted that various police operations have taken place to combat drugs, including targeting offenders and cutting supplies, using covert operations and early interventions against people regarded at risk of becoming involved.  Partnership work also takes place with agencies including the Health Service and Youth Offending Team.

b.    Concern was expressed about alcohol abuse and anti-social behaviour spilling out from pubs onto local streets.  Increased police patrols and partnership work have helped address this problem.

c.    750 crimes had been reported in Berwick to date in the current financial year, which is down 11% from the equivalent stage last year.  59 first stage Anti-Social Behaviour Order (ASBO) letters and 20 second stage letters have been issued.  5 Anti Social Behaviour Agreements and 1 ASBO have been issued to date so far this year.

d.    Residents acknowledged the need for Police officers to be flexible in their stationing, rather than being responsible for policing a particular local area.

e.    Residents supported the proposals for introducing a three digit non- 

emergency number for reporting problems to the Police.  Residents felt however that the central telephone system is still not satisfactory compared to speaking to a local office.
f.     A resident noted a recent incident with a stolen car and referred to the possible benefits of fencing off access to the area where the car had been abandoned.  It was noted that community groups could apply for funding to possibly attain such resources.

	Issues Raised

	a.    A resident expressed concern about local youths that regularly disturbed residents by playing football and being verbally abusive.  Residents were encouraged to pass on any such concerns to either the Police or Neighbourhood Wardens.

b.    Details were provided of the damage caused to the allotments at Ravenswood Villas, which had increased over the last six months.  This issue would be looked at jointly by the Police and allotment tenants to consider how to improve security.  Representatives of the Allotment Society could also be invited to participate in discussions.  Details of any damage should be reported to the Police immediately.  The Problem Solving Group could possibly look at the issue.

c.     Residents alleged that some people dealt and took drugs in certain local Public Houses.  Police work in combating this problem over the previous three months was noted, including a number of walk - through operations.  The  Police now have additional powers to address problem premises through the new licensing regulations.  Many pubs are now required to use CCTV, which would help to reduce any drug problems.   Most local pubs participate in the Pubwatch scheme, which enables managers to bar people from all local pubs that participate.

d.    Residents expressed concern about local school children playing truant and being verbally abusive when questioned about why they were out of school.  It was noted that the Police engage with Head Teachers of local schools and Education Welfare officers to tackle such issues jointly.  

e.    A resident expressed concern about the time taken for a Neighbourhood Warden to attend to a problem that she had reported.  It was noted that the Wardens have to cover a large geographical area and respond to issues on a priority basis.  They provide important evidence upon which the Police act on.        

f.     Many residents were concerned about young people dangerously riding off road motorbikes on pavements and roads.  Several such people have been verbally abusive when challenged about their actions.  This is a national issue and at present the Police are restricted to confiscating such quad bikes through a three-step procedure.  However bike owners can regain their bike by paying a small fine.  Residents were encouraged to report any incidents to the Police.

g.    Residents also referred to people riding full motorbikes through restricted areas.  Residents should continue to report any such problems.  The Police can act when they receive details such as registration plates.

h.    A resident suggested that young people should be encouraged to proactively become involved in addressing issues of local concern. 

i.     A resident referred to arson being committed in empty properties in the Beacon Lough Estate that are due to be demolished.  It was noted that a particular person had been arrested on suspicion of arson relating to this case.  The Police would continue to gather evidence.

k.    The names and addresses of all residents in attendance at the meeting would be taken so that the police could contact them at a later date to provide updates on the issues that they had raised.

	a.
	Members of the public welcomed the increased visible presence around the Hebburn area.  The Community team recognised the patterns and trends of activity and then mirrored their patrols around this, using a combination of the local community sergeant, PC’s, PCSO’s and neighbourhood wardens.

	b.
	Concerns were raised at the length of time that paper work takes officers due to legislation, which then reduces their effectiveness and time on the streets.  They were informed that this is not necessarily the case due to the civilianisation of certain posts, which frees up officers to continue to patrol on the beat.

	c.
	The Police work closely with the Crown Prosecution service to ensure that cases being presented to the courts are of an adequate standard to assist in a conviction.  At any stage this allows the Police to have a file or case checked over to ascertain its suitability to gain a conviction.  This also assists and improves the likelihood of a conviction being made and can reduce the time of unsuitable cases being presented.

	d.
	In the approach to Bonfire night there are joint patrols with the fire service, police and neighbourhood wardens taking place.  The patrols are used to assess potential hotspots and dangerous bonfires.  In particular cases fixed penalty notices and the removal of bonfires can be carried out.  Work has also been undertaken with local shopkeepers to prevent the sale of fireworks to those who are underage.

	e.
	The local residents, who have used the service to great effect, have welcomed the neighbourhood warden service in Hebburn.  The majority of those present had the telephone number for the wardens and knew how to contact them. Many compliments were received about the service.

	f.
	The Police have an excellent working relationship with the Council.  The Police and Community teams regularly share information and this enables both evidence and a bigger picture of problems or issues in a particular area to be highlighted and raised.

	g.
	Underage drinking is a common problem across the Country and not unique to Hebburn.  The problem is acknowledged and work between the Police and local licensees is ongoing.  Initiatives are being undertaken to observe the sale of alcohol by local licensees in conjunction with the trading standards department.

	h.
	Various facilities are available to youths in the Hebburn area.  Such as the Skateboard park and a drop in centre, however it is up to the youths themselves and parents to try to encourage them to attend such activities.

	Issues Raised

	a. The jointly funded neighbourhood management initiative comprised one Sergeant and ten Constables and two Police Community Support Officers also patrolled the area. Overall crime in the area was currently down 30%.

b. Gangs of youths congregating in the area drinking alcohol were regularly reported and dealt with by Police Officers and Police Community Support Officers. Alcohol is confiscated and disposed of and off licences are targeted and prosecuted when necessary. 

c.  Under the new licensing laws, the Police will strictly monitor the licensees’ operating procedures and the premises can be closed if there are problems. The Best Bar None scheme will identify the best three well run licensed premises.

d. Cyclists riding on footpaths and cars parked on pavements caused a nuisance for pedestrians. The increase in multi occupancy houses and numbers of cars added to the problem. The penalty tickets issued only had a short term effect.

e. It was suggested that foreign drivers with poor command of English should have to take a driving test. They are allowed to drive on their own licence in this country for up to twelve months, the same as UK residents abroad. 

f. A small number of families in the area were causing problems for the community. All incidents should be reported to the Police so that acceptable behaviour agreements and anti social behaviour orders can be pursued.  

g. The Chair reported that the improvements in the area had been praised in a recent radio programme. This was a tribute to the good work of the community and the Police. This has been reflected in the rise in house prices in the area.

h. It was commented that the Police do an excellent job but they are sometimes let   down by the decisions of the Courts. The Police carry out their responsibilities and accept the Courts’ decisions.

i. Local residents were interested in starting up a neighbourhood watch scheme again. The Police will provide help and advice when contacted.
