Purpose of the Report

1. To seek the Committee's approval for a change in the Archives Service's fees and charges.

Background

2. The Archives Service offers users copies from its records at prices agreed by the Joint Committee.

A paid research service is also offered for people with extended enquiries who are not able to visit the searchroom themselves.

4.
There were no changes to fees and charges last year, and there has been no major change for several years.

5.
The Best Value Review of the Archives Service has suggested that some services are under-priced in comparison with other archives, and there is also a need for some rationalisation.


Proposal

6. The proposals for the revised fees and charges are set out in Appendix 2. Whilst a number of the proposed changes represent increases well in excess of inflation, the reasons cited in paragraphs 4 and 5 above provide the rationale for this.
