APPENDIX 1

Background

1.  A number of bids were reported to the Joint Committee in November 2002.

2.  Further proposals for external funding bids are now put before the Joint Committee for approval.

Proposal

3.  The A2A second round partnership project with the University of Durham was successful. This has resulted in a grant of £32,300 from the Heritage Lottery Fund for cataloguing of architects’ records..

4. The Research Resources in Medical History bid was also successful, resulting in a grant of £19,902 from the Wellcome Trust for cataloguing of records relating to public health.

5. A grant was awarded under Phase 2 of the Museums & Galleries Education Programme for collaborative work between the archives service and the Northern Region Film & Television Archive. However, this was subsequently withdrawn following a failure to come to agreement with the DfES on copyright. As a result of this (and similar problems elsewhere in the  country) the DfES is now reviewing its policy.

6. The archives service is a lead partner in two projects funded by NEMLAC through the North East Regional Archives Council. The first is a CD-Rom to showcase archives in the region for Archive Awareness Month September 2003, and the second is an investigation into needs and provision of archive services to educational users in the region.

7. A bid is currently awaiting submission to the Heritage Lottery Fund for a project to roll out a programme to encourage minority ethnic groups to use the archives service both to preserve their records and as a resource. This is for just under £50,000.

8. With the approval of the chairman and vice-chairman of the Joint Committee bids have been submitted to a total of £30,000 for purchase of a further group of letters of Thomas Bewick. These have been offered to the archives service as a private sale.

9. A bid has also been submitted to the Heritage Lottery Fund for a Project Planning Grant of just under £50,000 relating to the shipbuilding collections. This has been recommended as a preliminary to resubmitting a major bid for cataloguing of these collections.
