Research Resources in Medical History Phase 1

£28,250 awarded July 2001 (Wellcome Trust)

Project is to produce collection level descriptions of all Tyne & Wear Archives Service collections relating to medicine and catalogue selected ones in detail, including all Sunderland Hospital records.

1 archivist for 12 months

1 assistant for 2 months

(Assistant’s work completed; archivist has 6 months fte to run – recruitment underway May 2003)

Research Resources in Medical History Phase 2

£19,902 agreed May 2003 (Wellcome Trust)

Project is to catalogue sources relating to public health, plus microfilming and repackaging

1archivist for 6 months

1 assistant for 6 months

(Not yet commenced May 2003)

A2A phase 2 – Ashington to Zanzibar

£32,300 (83.5% of total) awarded March 2003 (HLF)

Partnership project with Durham University to catalogue architects records.

2 archivists for 7 months each

(TWAS funding is rolled up with other moneys to create a 2 year post)

(1 archivist recruited – will start 16 June, recruitment of second underway May 2003)

Archive awareness month

Regional project - £8,500 from NEMLAC, £3,000 from NCA awarded to NERAC for CD-Rom promoting archival traeasures of the north east. Recruitment of researcher underway May 2003.

Archives education programme

Regional project - £7,500 from NEMLAC, £2,500 from NERAC to assess meshing of needs of schools and other learners with capacity of archives to deliver.

Preliminary work underway.

Bids submitted but result not yet known

ARK

Project planning for cataloguing of shipbuilding records

£49,900 (of £56,776.98) from HLF to commission a report into the scope, content and needs of our shipbuilding collections.

Future plans
A2A Phase 3

“Our Friends in the North” a partnership for cataloguing of Quaker records – likely to be in excess of £100,000

Reyrolle Heritage Trust

Quoted for undertaking scanning of photographic material held by the Archives Service for the Trust, who are submitting a bid to Heritage Lottery Fund. Our quotation is for employing one or two assistants (according to option taken up by Trust), investment in equipment and possibly packaging materials (c£42,000)

(Note this will also contribute to earning more income from the collections)

These plans carry through to June 2005

Future strategy

We are probably more or less at capacity for cataloguing bids at the moment, although efforts will be made to identify further potential “Your Heritage” projects that might enable continuing contracts for staff already in place. Other funding applications will concentrate on ICT which will also enable us to maximise income from the collections (see separate report).

It should be noted that our local authority status limits the range of funding opportunities available to us as many charitable trusts will give grants only to other charitable bodies.
