Purpose of the Report
To obtain the committee’s approval for the submission of a bid to the Heritage Lottery Fund.

 

Background

1. September 2006 sees the centenary of the launch of the Mauretania from Swan Hunter and Wigham Richardson’s yard on the Tyne.

2. The Archives Service has already agreed to put on a joint exhibition with Tyne & Wear Museums, at the Discovery Museum.

Proposals

3. The centenary and accompanying exhibition offer the opportunity to develop a year-long programme to make the archives service’s resources on the Mauretania and shipbuilding in general more widely accessible.

4. Funding for such a programme is not available within the archives service’s existing resources, but the objectives may fit with the Heritage Lottery Fund’s current programme.

5. The archives service has developed a bid for approximately £38,000 which will contribute to research for the exhibition, including the collection of personal memories, the creation of learning materials including web design and the delivery of a learning package to interested groups.

Recommendation

6. The committee is recommended to approve the submission of a bid to the Heritage Lottery Fund.
