Background

3. The following amendments to the current agreement are proposed

(a) deletion of “Director of Libraries and Arts” and inclusion of “Head of Cultural Services” in clauses 11 and 12(a)

(b) deletion of “quarterly on demand at the mid point of every quarter of the financial year” in clause 12

(c) inclusion of “first day of April 2006” in clause 14 as the new commencement date

(d) deletion of clause 15(a) regarding vesting of archives

(e) deletion of “four monthly intervals” and inclusion of “on a quarterly basis” in Schedule 1 paragraph 7

(f) inclusion of “and by electronic mail where appropriate” in Schedule 1 paragraph 15

(i) approve the amendments to the agreement

(ii) continue the joint funding arrangements as at present for a further ten years

(iii) request the constituent authorities to seal the amended, updated agreement
