Purpose of Report

1. To advise the Area Board on the progress to date with rehousing residents in Phase 1 of the Older Persons Strategy.

Background

2. A report was presented to the East and South Area Board on 6th December 2004 on the implementation of Gateshead Council’s strategy for Older People. 

3. Phase 1 of the strategy includes the re-housing of residents from the schemes listed below and the demolition of the properties. They are as follows

· Mulberry Gardens, Nest Estate- 16, 1 bed bungalows

· Cresthaven, Felling – 30 sheltered flats.

4. A quarterly progress report was presented to the East and South Area Board on 28 November 2005 on the implementation of Gateshead Council’s strategy for Older People. 

Progress to date

5. All residents of Cresthaven and Mulberry Gardens have now been rehoused.

6. Cresthaven has now been demolished.  Due to the size and location of the site, it is not suitable for the development of new bungalows. The area will be grassed over when weather conditions allow and maintained pending any future examination of options for the site. Responsibility for maintenance of the site will then return to Gateshead Council.

7. Demolition of the properties at Mulberry Gardens will begin in the week commencing 20th March 2006 and is due for completion by the end of March.
