1. PURPOSE OF REPORT

1.1 To inform the Committee of the arrangements for the above 

conference.

BACKGROUND

2.1 Last year, the ICVA national conference was held in Belfast on Saturday, 5 November 2005. An evening reception, on 4 November 2005, was also provided for the delegates.

2.2 Following consultation with the Authority’s independent custody visiting panels, thirteen independent custody visitors attended the conference. John Mair, the Authority’s representative on ICVA’s Executive Committee, received a separate invitation.

2.3      The total cost of flights, accommodation and subsistence for the Authority’s fourteen delegates was £2,300. 

3. ICVA NATIONAL CONFERENCE 2006

The above conference is to be held on Saturday, 4 November 2006 in Cambridge. The Authority has been allocated seven places with two reserve places.

It is proposed that an item be included in the next newsletter asking the custody visitors if they would be interested in attending the event. The places would then be allocated based on appropriate panel representation and attendance at previous conferences.
