Background

1. The archives service’s existing acquisitions and disposal policy was approved by the joint committee in November 1992 and is now severely out of date.

2. The National Archives Standard for Record Repositories requires that “the archivist in charge should draw up, and the governing body should approve, a clearly defined statement of collecting policy which indicates the subject areas within which records are sought and acquired, any geographical restrictions affecting the scope of material collected, and the various media for which appropriate storage and access facilities are provided”.
