Purpose of the Report
To seek the committee’s approval for a grant application

 

Background

1. The Best Value Review of the Archives Service, which reported in November 2002, identified a need to attract external funding in order to tackle cataloguing backlogs.

2. The American Institute of Physics, Center for History of Physics, makes small grants of up to $10,000 for projects relating to the history of modern physics and related areas such as astronomy, geophysics etc.

3. The archives service holds an important archive relating to Grubb Parsons, telescope manufacturers, which attracts frequent enquiries from researchers and from observatories which have the company’s equipment. At present they are difficult to answer because the collection is not catalogued.

Proposal

4. An application has been submitted to the American Institute of Physics for a grant to undertake preliminary work on this collection, converting an existing shelf list to searchable electronic format and carrying out a conservation survey.
