Purpose of the Report
To report on participation in a digital archive project

 

Background

1. In 2006 the archives service was approached by a local photographer, Jonathan Bradley, who wanted to create an archive around the “Passionate People, passionate places” campaign.

2. Although the archives service has not previously created archives in this way, the collaboration presented a useful pilot for working with digital images, as well as producing a worthwhile end product for the future.

The project

3. The photographer is working with well-known and not so well-known people associated with the north east, as they are available, to photograph them and in some cases record sound clips.

4. Among those who have contributed already are Alun Armstrong, Janet Bennet, the Lord Mayor of Newcastle’s harpist, photographer Joe Cornish and the Sunderland RNLI.

5. The digital files are supplied with the necessary metadata to enable us to incorporate them into our catalogue system straight away. In this way the project will act as a testbed for the future inclusion of digital images and other files into the online catalogue.
