EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1. This report asks the Council to approve the Older Peoples Strategy and Action Plan.

2. Due to the increasing number of older people in England and Wales an Overview and Scrutiny Committee was set up in 2005 to review services for older people and the outcomes of the review have informed the Strategy. The Strategy is also based upon five key themes, which have been identified as areas where the lives of older people can be improved. The action plan outlines how the key challenges will be addressed.

3. The Cabinet fully considered all the facts and issues arising from the report including alternative options. The Cabinet took all the relevant advice before formulating their recommendations.

RECOMMENDATIONS

4. The report recommends that the Council
:

(i) Approve the Older Peoples Strategy and Action Plan;

(ii) Note that the Cabinet has agreed the following:

(a) That the Strategy and Action Plan will be monitored by the Older Peoples Partnership until an Older peoples Assembly has been established;

(b) That the Strategy will be referred to the Gateshead Strategic Partnership to seek their commitments to progress the Strategy for Gateshead.  
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
