EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1. This report asks the Council to adopt the proposed Policy for the issue of Gaming and Gaming Machine Permits under the Gambling Act 2005.

2. The Gambling Act 2005 gives responsibility for the licensing and regulation of gambling premises to licensing authorities and introduces a range of permits for licensing. The draft policy, developed in relation to unlicensed Family Entertainment Centre Gaming Machine (FEC) Permits, Prize Gaming Permits and Licensed Premises Gaming Machine (LP) Permits, will address the issues that the authority will have regard to when considering applications for permits. The policy also specifies the information and documents that will be required to accompany applications. 
3. The Cabinet will fully consider all the facts and issues arising from the report including alternative options. The Cabinet will take all the relevant advice before formulating their recommendations.

RECOMMENDATIONS

4. The report recommends, subject to Cabinet approval at the meeting to be held on 5 June 2007, that the Council
 adopt the Policy for the issue of Gaming and Gaming Machine Permits under the Gambling Act 2005.
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
