EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1. This report asks the Council to approve the schedule of fees for the provision of local land charges services.

2. The Best Value Review of ICT Services Impact Report recognised the positive impact of the restructured School ICT Support service but noted the need to progress the review further to ensure that the service could respond to the growing needs and requirements of customers and stakeholders.  The proposals to restructure the service will further integrate all areas of ICT. The report was circulated as part of the agenda for the Cabinet meeting on 5 June 2007.

3. The Cabinet will fully consider all the facts and issues arising from the report including alternative options. The Cabinet will take all the relevant advice before formulating their recommendations.
