EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1. This report proposes that the Council approve the replacement Unitary Development Plan.

2. The process of updating the Unitary Development Plan started in 2002 and the deposit Draft Replacement UDP was placed on deposit in 2004. The Re-Deposit Plan was subject to consultation in early 2006 and following a Public Inquiry into all outstanding representations the Council has received the Inspector’s Final Report into the objections to the plan. The proposed UDP incorporates the recommendations made within the Inspector’s Final Report. 

3. The Cabinet fully considered all the facts and issues arising from the report including alternative options. The Cabinet took all the relevant advice before formulating their recommendations.

RECOMMENDATIONS

4. The report recommends that the Council:

(i) Agree to adopt the Gateshead UDP as amended by the Inspectors final report; 

(ii) Authorise publication of the notice of adoption of the UDP by appropriate advertisement;

(iii) Make copies of the adopted UDP available at a reasonable charge as soon practicable;

Publish the adopted replacement plan as altered on its website.
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
