EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1. This report will be considered by Cabinet on 17 July 2007.

2. This report asks the Council to approve the revised Gateshead Town Centre Planning Strategy and the draft Strategy as Interim Policy Advice.

3. Since 2005 when the Planning Strategy for Gateshead Town Centre was approved further work on the town centre has been undertaken in relation to masterplanning, public realm strategy and transport issues. The revised Strategy is required to set out the Council’s aims and objectives and adopting it as Interim Policy Advice will enable it to be used in determining planning applications within the area. 

4. The Cabinet will consider the facts and issues arising from the report including alternative options and will take advice before formulating their recommendations.

RECOMMENDATIONS

5. The report recommends, subject to Cabinet approval at the meeting to be held on 17 July 2007, that the Council:

(i) Adopt the Strategy as Interim Policy Advice;

(ii) Approve that the Town Centre Planning Strategy form the basis for further detailed studies on how its aims can be delivered. 
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
