EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1. This report will be considered by Cabinet on 17 July 2007.

2. This report asks the Council to adopt the Freight Depot Planning Brief as Interim Policy Advice subject to it adopting the replacement Unitary Development Plan.

3. The adoption of the Planning Brief will provide the necessary planning framework to support a Compulsory Purchase Order to secure the comprehensive acquisition and redevelopment of the Freight Depot Site, St. James, Gateshead. The Brief sets out existing policy advice, identifying requirements in terms of type of housing, percentage of affordable properties, sustainability and design standards. It will also ensure that the Council is in a strong position in determining any planning application and in refusing any proposals, which do not take sufficient account of the policy advice.

4. The Cabinet will consider the facts and issues arising from the report including alternative options and will take advice before formulating their recommendations.
