REVIEW OF POLLING DISTRICTS AND POLLING STATIONS

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1. This report proposes that the Council approves certain changes to the boundaries of polling districts and the location of polling stations.

2. Polling districts and polling stations in the Borough were last reviewed in 2005.  Since then, the Electoral Administration Act 2006 has come into force.  The Act requires local authorities to carry out a review of polling   districts in their area every four years, with the first review to be completed by 31 December 2007.

3. A review has been undertaken in order to ensure that the requirements of the Electoral Administration Act 2006 are met and to ensure that the electors of the Borough have reasonable and practicable accessible facilities for voting including those who are disabled.
4. The Cabinet fully considered all the facts and issues raised in the attached report including alternative options. The Cabinet have taken all the relevant advice before formulating their recommendations.

RECOMMENDATIONS

5. The report recommends that the Council approve:

(i) that the proposals for polling stations and polling districts as set out in Appendix 2 be adopted;

(ii) that the changes to existing polling stations and polling districts come into force on 1 December 2007 to coincide with the publication of the new electoral register.
