REVIEW OF FITNESS SUITE PRICING

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1. This report asks the Council to approve the revised pricing structure and payment methods for fitness suites and other activities within leisure facilities.

2. Council approved a report regarding Fees and Charges 2007/08 on the 13 February 2007, which detailed the charges for fitness suites including the concessionary prices following the revised concessionary pricing scheme for leisure, which was approved by Council on the 25 January 2007.

3. This report did not consider methods of payments, which now need to be considered along with the structure of fees for the fitness suites.  This is because it has been established that the current methods are not successful in encouraging continued use of the fitness suites.

4. The Cabinet has fully considered all the facts and issues arising from the report including alternative options. The Cabinet have taken all of the relevant advice before formulating their recommendations.

RECOMMENDATIONS

5. The report recommends that the Council:

(i) Approve the revised pricing structure for fitness suite inductions and activity packages as detailed in appendix 3 with effect from the 1 January 2008.

(ii)
Approve that the method of payment for activity packages be by direct debit.
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
