EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1. This report proposes that Council approves the submission of the South Tyne and Wear Waste Management Partnership (STWWMP) Outline Business Case to Defra seeking financial support through the Private Finance Initiative.

2. In formalising the Outline Business Case, progress can be made towards formal agreement by government for progression to the next phase of the PFI process, which will ensure the long-term management of waste.

3. The Cabinet have fully considered all of the facts and issues raised in the report including alternative options. The Cabinet have taken all the relevant advice before formulating their recommendations.

RECOMMENDATIONS

4. The report recommends that the Council:

agrees to proceed at this stage with a PFI procurement on the basis of the affordability range detailed in the report and confirm the Council’s commitment to meet the affordability gap detailed in the report.

agrees that as the real proposal is developed and the individual Council affordability gaps change as a result of the reapportionment of costs between Partners, to give a commitment to meeting the revised affordability gap and resulting reallocation of costs up to a level that would still provide significant financial benefit than the do 
minimum option.

(iii) agrees that a PFI Outline Business Case for the STWWMP be submitted to Defra.
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
