Councillor P Maughan will move the following motion:

‘Council notes

· Labour’s, 2005 election manifesto promised to introduce voluntary identity cards;

· The several recent cases of large scale loss of personal data by Government Agencies;

· That obtaining national identity cards will be expensive for the state and for individuals;

· That any scheme using national identity cards to access council services at facilities would require Council expenditure for terminals and other facilities.

Council therefore resolves

1) That national identity cards should not be required to access council services or benefits unless specifically required to do so by legislation;

2) To take no part in any pilot scheme or feasibility work in relation to the introduction of the national identity cards unless specifically required to do so by legislation;

3) Only cooperate with the national identity card scheme where to do otherwise would be unlawful.’
