EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1. This report asks the Council to approve the proposed increase in business centre licence fees.

2. The Council reviews licence fees at business centres on an annual basis. The Council’s Economic Development Service has carried out a thorough appraisal of the managed workspace sector on Tyneside and the proposal to increase the business centre licence fees is considered appropriate in order to bring the business centres in Gateshead in line with other similar facilities.  It is proposed that increases will take effect from 1 April 2008 with each business transferring to the new rate when renewing their annual licence.

3. The Cabinet will fully consider all the facts and issues arising from the report including alternative options. The Cabinet will take all of the relevant advice before formulating their recommendations.
RECOMMENDATIONS

4. The report recommends that the Council approve an increase in business centre licence fees, to take effect from 1 April 2008.
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
