EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1. This report asks the Council to approve the Gateshead Children and Young People’s plan review and annual performance.

2. Each year, Ofsted conduct an Annual Performance Assessment to make a judgement of the effectiveness of the Council’s Children’s Services, their capacity to improve and the Council’s contribution to the achievement of the Every Child Matters outcomes.

3. In order to inform this process, the Council can submit a Self Assessment in addition to the review of the Children and Young People’s Plan. Guidance is given as to the format of the Self Assessment and the key judgements against which we will be measured are outlined. The review of the Plan and the Self Assessment must be submitted to Ofsted for this purpose

4. The Cabinet fully considered all the facts and issues arising from the report including alternative options. The Cabinet took all the relevant advice before formulating their recommendations.
