EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1. This report asks the Council to approve the implementation of a borough wide control of street trading

2. On 13 February 2007 Cabinet approved the implementation of the borough-wide control of street trading through the adoption of the street trading code under the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1982

3. A draft Street Trading Policy was subsequently prepared and, with Cabinet’s approval, was disseminated for consultation in November 2007 – February 2008.  The report includes a schedule setting out a summary of the responses to the consultation and includes the action considered appropriate to be taken in view of the responses received.  
4. The Cabinet fully considered all the facts and issues arising from the report including alternative options. The Cabinet took all the relevant advice before formulating their recommendations.

RECOMMENDATIONS

5. The report recommends that Council endorse   the final version of the Policy and Schedule of Fees as outlined.
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
