EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1. This report will be considered by Cabinet on 16 September 2008.

2. This report proposes that the Council pass a resolution to designate ‘prohibited streets’ and ‘consent’ streets further to the implementation of the borough-wide control of street trading.

3. The implementation of the Street Trading Policy is dependent on the legal designation of relevant streets as prohibited streets and consent streets.  The process of legally designating streets requires the publication of a legal notice for a period of 28 days. A notice was published in The Journal on 8 August 2008. This notice invited representations relating to the designation of streets by 5 September 2008
4. The Cabinet will fully consider all the facts and issues raised in the attached report including alternative options. The Cabinet will have taken all the relevant advice before formulating their recommendations.

RECOMMENDATIONS

The report recommends, subject to Cabinet approval at the meeting to be held on 16 September 2008, that the Council pass a resolution pursuant to the provisions of section 2(a) and section 2(c) of Schedule 4 to the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1982 to designate ‘prohibited streets’ and ‘consent’ streets with effect from 20 October 2008, further to the implementation of the borough-wide control of street trading.  
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
