the conduct of Local Authority Members in England.

BACKGROUND

2.1
Part 10 of the Local Government and Public Involvement in Health Act 2007 provides for a revised ethical conduct regime for local government based on the principles of proportionate decision-making on conduct issues by local authorities.

The CLG is wishing to make arrangements for these provisions to come into effect in Spring 2008 and have sought the views of Authorities on how the detailed rules should work in practice. The closing date for responses was 15 February 2008.The consultation document is attached in appendix 1 to the report.
