REPORT OF THE CHIEF EXECUTIVE

1. PURPOSE OF REPORT

1.1 To update the Committee on the arrangements for the independent custody visitors panels’ annual social events.

2.1 The Committee has previously agreed to give a financial contribution towards each panel holding annual functions in appreciation for all their efforts throughout the year (minute 9 (iv) – 2003/04).

FEEDBACK FROM CUSTODY VISITING PANELS

3.1 Most of the custody visiting panels have held social events, some jointly with other panels. 

3.2 Those Panels that held events greatly appreciated the Authority’s financial contribution and had an enjoyable time.

4. FUTURE PROPOSALS

4.1 Following the success of the social events, it is proposed that the Authority continues to give a financial contribution.

4.2 The Authority originally gave a contribution of £25 per independent custody visitor attending the social event but this was increased to £30 last year.

5. INDEPENDENT CUSTODY VISITORS’ CHRISTMAS CARD

5.1 The Authority has, in recent years, sent a Christmas card to all its independent custody visitors to thank them for all their excellent work throughout the year (minute 9 (iii)  - 2003/04). This has been well received by the independent custody visitors.

It is proposed that subject to the design of the card being agreed with the Chair of the Committee, a Christmas card be sent again this year.
