Purpose of the Report
To inform the committee of an application for grant funding and seek approval to accept if successful

 

Background

1. The National Archives administers a programme of cataloguing grants open from year to year to archives in various specified regions.

2. The archives service was successful in the last round in getting funding to catalogue the Swan Hunter archive.

3. This year’s funding includes an open competition as well as funding for specified regions. Bidding is a two-stage process.

Funding bid

4. The archives service has submitted a first round application for funding to catalogue part of the extensive archive of the River Wear Commissioners, who were established in 1717.

5. The archive includes material from 1719 onwards and is a resource of prime importance for the understanding of the development of Sunderland as both a port and a town. 

6. The archive is part of the designated collections of Tyne & Wear Archives service.

7. If successful the bid would be worth approximately £14,300 and no match funding is required.
