EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1. This report proposes that the Council approve the Housing Revenue Account for 2009/10.

Consideration has been given to a balanced Housing Revenue Account 
for 2009/10, incorporating rent increases in line with the Government’s revised policy on property specific rent restructuring, an increase in fees and charges in line with inflation and provision for the Management Fee for The Gateshead Housing Company.  The proposed Housing Revenue Account for 2009/10 will ensure that the account is in overall credit as required under the Local Government and Housing Act 1989 (Part VI   )
3. The Cabinet fully considered all of the facts and issues arising from the report including alternative options. The Cabinet took all the relevant advice before formulating their recommendations.

RECOMMENDATIONS

4. The Cabinet recommends that the Council approve:

 (i)
The average weekly rent increase of 6.3% as set out in Appendix 1.

(ii) The Housing Revenue Account as set out in Appendix 2.

(iii) That fees and charges are increased as shown in Appendix 3 with effect from 1 April 2009, and;

(iv) That consideration of the proposal to consult on increasing the number of rent “free” weeks from two to three be deferred pending investigation of the issues involved.  
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
