Purpose of the Report 

1. This report seeks approval for a capital programme of highway maintenance schemes in 2009/10.  



Background 

2. The Council’s capital programmes for 2009/10 include allocations totalling £1,165,000 for the structural maintenance of roads and £756,000 for the maintenance of bridges.  These allocations are generally used to refurbish classified roads (A, B & C roads), bus routes, other main roads and highway structures.


Proposal 

3. A list of schemes has been prepared in line with these allocations and is detailed in Appendix 2.  Location plans for the proposed schemes are attached in Appendix 3.


Recommendations

4. It is recommended that Cabinet:  
(i)
approves the proposed programme of works for the structural maintenance of roads and maintenance of bridges for 2009/10;

 (ii)
authorises the Head of Transport & Highways to award the relevant works to the Head of Construction Operations (Local Environmental Services) under the terms of the Highways, Drainage & Street Lighting Maintenance Contract, and the balance to the term surfacing & cold planing contractor and specialist bridge contractors;

 (iii)
authorises the Strategic Director, Legal and Corporate Services to advertise and make any temporary traffic regulation orders as may be necessary during the works.


For the following reason:

(i) to continue to address the backlog of deterioration of roads and footways throughout the borough;

(ii) to maintain the bridges in a safe and serviceable condition.

APPENDIX 1
Policy Context 

1. The proposals are in line with Vision 2030, and in particular support the creation of sustainable and thriving communities, and prosperous communities with a focus on creativity and the environment.  The proposals also support the Local Development Framework (LDF), Local Agenda 21 and the Tyne & Wear Local Transport Plan (LTP).  
Background

2. The Council’s capital programmes for 2009/10 include LTP funded allocations totalling £1,165,000 for the structural maintenance of principal and non-principal roads, £210,000 for the maintenance of bridges on the primary route network and £546,000 for the maintenance of other bridges.  These allocations are currently used to refurbish classified roads (i.e. A, B & C roads), bus routes and the like.  

3. Road condition survey information, bridge inspection reports and the lists of outstanding schemes have been used to prepare a programme of works in line with the allocations.  The proposals seek to ensure that roads are maintained to a good standard in compliance with the statutory duty (Highways Act 1980) to maintain adopted highway.

4. In preparing this report the following members have been consulted:
· the Cabinet members for Safer, Stronger Communities & Culture (and environment spokesperson);

· the Cabinet members for sustainable communities in whose areas the works are proposed;

· members in whose wards the works are proposed.

Alternative Options

5. There are other similar roads throughout the borough in need of refurbishment.  The proposed programmes have been chosen from lists of outstanding highways maintenance schemes, the roads concerned being amongst those considered to be in most urgent need of treatment.

6. Financial Implications - The Strategic Director, Finance and ICT confirms that budgetary provision exists within the LTP capital allocations for 2009/10.
