EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1. This report asks the Council to approve the fees and charges for 2009/10.

2. It is normal practice for the Council to set the increase for the annual review of fees and charges in line with the movement in the RPI for the preceding year.  As part of Budget Guidance for 2009/10, fees and charges have been increased by 4.5%. Although this is less than the RPI in September 2008, the usual measure, it does reflect the impact of inflation during the whole of 2008 on the delivery of services.  
3. The attached report details the current and proposed charges for each service.  It is estimated that additional income from the revised level of fees and charges proposed for 2009/10 is some £1.1m.
4. The Cabinet have fully considered all the facts and issues raised in the attached report including alternative options. The Cabinet took all the relevant advice before formulating their recommendations.

RECOMMENDATIONS

5. The Cabinet recommends that the Council: -

(i) Approve the detailed fees and charges for 2009/10 as set out in 

the report.

Authorise the Strategic Director, Finance and ICT to amend charges if necessitated by changes in VAT.
