EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1. This report asks the Council to approve amendments to the Council’s Constitution in order to progress one of the items on the 10 Point Plan to help mitigate the impact of the current economic situation.

2.
Cabinet received a report on 10th February outlining a 10 Point Plan to help mitigate the impact of the current recession, ensure the Borough is resilient, and prepare for the economic upturn in the future.

3.
One of the proposals in the plan was for the Council to develop its Local Procurement Strategy by putting steps in place to increase the value of local spend, by ensuring that officers give consideration to whether or not local organisations can fulfil the Councils requirements for business. Where it is considered that local organisations are able to fulfil the requirements, then at least one quotation or tender should be invited from a local supplier.  

4. The Cabinet will fully considered all the facts and issues raised in the attached report including alternative options. The Cabinet will take all the relevant advice before formulating their recommendations.
