Tenders received for the secondary glazing, which will be adapted into the main contract when let, were also submitted for information.

A pilot room is to be converted to evaluate technical solutions to achieve the brief criteria. The costs are being negotiated with a contractor on existing tendered rates.

Budgetary provision exists within the 2002/03 Capital Programme to meet the costs of the glazing repairs and the pilot project. Any additional funding required to complete the whole project in 2003/04 and beyond will need to be agreed in future Capital Programmes.
