Purpose of the Report 

1. To seek Cabinet’s approval to appoint parent governor representatives (PGR’s) nominated by their fellow parent governors, to its overview and scrutiny committee that considers education matters.   



Background 

2. The Council is required by law to appoint PGRs nominated by their fellow parent 

governors, to its overview and scrutiny committee that considers education matters. Accordingly, the Council’s constitution provides for four PGRs to be appointed to the Children and Young People Overview and Scrutiny Committee. The places are split between the primary and secondary sectors, but with the proviso that if there are insufficient candidates from one sector, vacancies may be filled by candidates from the other sector. The term of office of PGRs is two years.


Proposal 

3.
Only two nominations have been received, both from the primary school sector. They are therefore formally recommended for appointment.

It is also proposed that a further election is undertaken for the appointment of two secondary school PGRs and it is proposed that this election is held during June – August 2009 with a view to these appointments being confirmed by Cabinet in September 2009. Steps will be taken to encourage eligible people to stand through increased publicity and by clerks to governing bodies raising the matter at governing body meetings.


Recommendations

5. It is recommended that   Cabinet approves the appointment of the two primary school PGRs as outlined above and notes that a further election will be held for the appointment of two secondary school PGRs.
