Appendix 2
2009/10 ASSESSMENT PROCESS

All applications received have been checked for completeness, eligibility and then scored out of a 100 by service areas.

· Applications which scored under 50 were classed as being low priority and are not recommended a grant.

· Applications which scored 50 – 74 were classed as being medium priority and are recommended a grant.

· Applications which scored 75 – 100 were classed as being high priority and are recommended a grant.

Applications for funding are presented by size of grant request.

· Small Grants requesting up to £1,000 of funding

· Medium Grants requesting £1,001 - £5,000 of funding

· Large Grants requesting £5,001 to £15,000 of funding

The maximum funding recommendation is £15,000. All medium and large grant recommendations are calculated on a contribution of 50% of eligible costs.

If the organisation has received 3 years of funding of £5,000 or more from the Council the maximum grant recommendation is 75% of last years funding.

Groups who are requesting a grant for running costs which are over £1,000 are able to apply for up to two years funding subject to the Council’s budget planning cycle.

There are approximately 1,200 people who are living in Gateshead who are registered blind or partially sighted and there are estimated to be another 3000+ people who are not registered.  Many of these people are elderly, live alone and are socially isolated.  The Sight Service provides advice, information, services and support to as many of these people as possible.  They are requesting grant to support running costs.

It is recommended not to support this application as the group has a service level agreement with Community Based Services so are not eligible to receive Community Grants funding for the same purpose.

Gateshead Crossroads Caring for Carers

Applied for - £15,000
Gateshead Crossroads supports over 900 carers throughout the borough.  The group are currently transforming from a purely administrative base in central Gateshead to an active respite care centre and community asset within the community of west Gateshead.  Additional services include a one stop approach to assist carers and their families with practical, emotional and problem solving solutions, the provision

of an active care centre for people who are isolated or disabled providing respite for the wider family and developing the range of activities and support services for 300 young carers in Gateshead.  They are requesting funding for the running costs of the extra service.

It is recommended not to support this application as the group has a service level agreement with Community Based Services so are not eligible to receive Community Grants funding for the same purpose.

Relate Northumberland & Tyneside

Annex 1


What is an Extended School?

Extended schools are schools that provide a range of services and activites often beyond the school day to help meet the needs of their pupils, families and the wider community. By 2010, as part of the Every Child Matters agenda, all schools are to offer access to the core offer of extended schools. 

What are Extended Schools Clusters?

Within Gateshead, extended services are being developed in "clusters" made up of a group of primary schools and one secondary school. The clusters are named after the secondary school in that cluster.

What is the core offer?

The core offer is the minimum requirement of extended services that an extended schools cluster must offer:

· Affordable childcare for primary-aged children, at or through the school from 8am-6pm, all year round, with supervised travel arrangements to and from the provision where necessary;

· A range of activities from 8am-6pm, all year round for young people at secondary schools;

· Swift and easy access from every school to a range of specialised support services for pupils, such as speech therapy, child and adolescent mental health services, intensive behaviour support and in secondary schools, sexual health advice;

· Parenting support, including family learning and information sessions at key transition points;

· Wider community access to ICT, sports and arts facilities, including adult learning.
Success in Gateshead

Gateshead is proud to be able to say that all of its schools are Extended Schools and are meeting the core offer across their clusters and was one of the first Local Authorities able to say that all their schools were Extended Schools, ahead of the government target of 2010.

Clusters are now working hard to further develop the services and activities they offer to their local communities.

Breakfast Clubs and Out of School Activity Clubs Report

Based on meeting with Christopher Martindale (Out of School activities), Susan Nichols 

(Business Support), Alex Marriage (Extended Schools) 28th April 2009

Main grant support for breakfast clubs use to be New Opportunities Fund. At present no specific funding stream for breakfast clubs, although may be included in out of school activities funding.

Current situation in Gateshead
There are about 86 schools within Gateshead. It is difficult to audit what facilities are provided by each school due to the non standard information returned by head teachers. (This will improve post 2010 when schools will have to submit a raising achievement plan).

Some breakfast clubs are run by registered providers which can be either from the private or voluntary sectors. These providers will have an agreement with the school and are known to the Early Years Service.

Some clubs are free, others children pay between 50p and £2.00 per session, depending on what funding is in place.

Funding pots
There are two funding programmes available to schools within Gateshead:

Subsidy Funding (Extended Schools programme) – funding is allocated to a cluster of schools. Each cluster includes between 6 and 14 schools (see school cluster table). Within the cluster, the secondary school is the lead organisation. Head teachers agree how to spend the funding, particularly identifying gaps in provision and working in partnership to fill these gaps. E.g. out of school activities, homework clubs, breakfast clubs and childcare.

Disadvantaged Subsidy money – money is allocated based around the number of free school meal places and number of hard pressed families. Schools fall within 3 clusters to which funding is allocated. Money is available for out of school clubs and breakfast clubs provided the activity is not just around childcare.

Funding for breakfast clubs sits under the Extended Schools offer as described above. Schools wanting to set up a breakfast club (includes request from PTAs and Friends of…. Groups), or require yearly running costs should contact their relevant cluster lead via the head teacher. Funding allocations are made on a yearly basis to each cluster and money should be available throughout the year to meet any new identified needs.

NB. Breakfast Clubs set up in Community Centres and/or Youth Clubs are different and not covered by the above funding. However Early Years want to know if one is to be set up as they know what is already operating in the area and so want to avoid duplication and ensure quality of service provision.

Caedmon School falls within the Kings Meadow Cluster and is advised to contact the cluster lead to discuss funding or Alex Marriage / Christopher Martindale at Tyne View if they require further information.

Community Grants Options:

1: All Breakfast Clubs are eligible to apply to Community Grants. As there are 86 schools, 25 Community Centres in addition to a number of Youth Centres this would put considerable strain on the Community Grants budget should they all apply. This option is therefore not recommended.

2: All Breakfast Clubs are ineligible to apply to Community Grants. The Extended Schools programme provides funding to schools for out of school activities, including breakfast clubs. As most of the Breakfast Clubs will be operated within schools this would be the preferred option and is also recommended by Early Years Service

3: Breakfast Clubs operating in Community Centres and/or Youth Centres only are able to apply to Community Grants. The few breakfast clubs which operate within Youth Centres in the main tend to be self financing. The Early Years Service is keen to keep track of out of school provision within Gateshead to avoid duplication and ensure quality of provision. This option may hinder this monitoring. It is recommended that the option is rejected and any enquiries received from breakfast club providers outside of schools are signposted to the Early Years Service in the first instance.
