Metro Centre Shuttle Bus –

Contract awarded to Classic Coaches, in the sum of £294,177.57 per annum.

Policy Context 

  
1. The delivery of the capital programme is a fundamental element in the achievement of the Council’s policy objectives. In particular this proposal supports Priority 1 Building Stronger Communities.

· the Group Director and the Head of Property Services, Development and Enterprise, in consultation with the Strategic Directors, Finance & ICT and Legal & Corporate Services, to approve schemes and estimates, consent to the invitation of tenders and approve the acceptance of tenders and transactions in respect of land and property during the summer recess.

  
· the Head of Corporate Procurement, in consultation with the Strategic Directors, Finance & ICT and Legal & Corporate Services, to approve the acceptance of tenders for the provision of digital print engines to the Council’s Central Print Unit.

· the Group Director Local Environmental Services, in consultation with the Strategic Directors, Finance & ICT and Legal & Corporate Services,  to approve the acceptance of the tenders for the provision of Refuse Collection Vehicle Bodies and Hoists and the provision of Wheeled Bins and Internal Caddies

Proposal

3. Under the delegations agreed above the relevant officers have authorised the following actions:

Dunston Riverside Primary School Rewire – 

Negotiated tender awarded to Local Environmental Services in the sum of £145,620.51 as authorised by the Group Director and Head of Property Services Development & Enterprise in consultation with the Strategic Directors, Finance & ICT and Legal & Corporate Services.

HMR Residential Property Improvement Scheme Programme 2010/13 –
Procurement of Design Consultants.  Following competitive tenders for a four year Framework Agreement contract awarded to Arcus Consulting LLP in the assessed tender value of £81,474.64 for Phase A as authorised by the Group Director and Head of Property Services Development & Enterprise in consultation with the Strategic Directors, Finance & ICT and Legal & Corporate Services. 

Metro Centre Shuttle Bus –

The S1 & S2 MetroCentre Circular Bus Services were established as part of the planning agreements for the redevelopment of the Red Quadrant and the development of the Watermark respectively.  Both services are run by Go North East under contract to Nexus, although the Council manages the funding package. At the end of September 2009, the S1 service will have been running for five years, the maximum contract period allowed under statute.  The S2 has been running for almost 4 years but is an extension of the same contract.  The contract for both services has therefore been re-tendered by Nexus.  The contract for the MetroCentre Circular Bus Services (S1 & S2) was awarded to Classic Coaches, as the lowest tenderer in the sum of £294,177.57 per annum as authorised by the Group Director and Head of Property Services Development & Enterprise in consultation with the Strategic Directors, Finance & ICT and Legal & Corporate Services. The contract period is for 48 months with the option to extend for a further 12 month period.
Digital Print Engines -

Contract awarded to OCE UK Ltd, for The Provision of Digital Print Engines as authorised by the Head of Corporate Procurement, in consultation with the Strategic Directors, Finance & ICT and Legal & Corporate Services. The contract period is 48 months commencing 1st August 2009 with the option to extend for a further 12 month period. The overall cost of this procurement over the term of the contract is £384,000.
Refuse Collection Vehicle Bodies & Hoists, Wheeled Bins and Internal Caddies - See separate report on agenda.
