The above conference is to be held on Saturday, 14 November 2009 at the Ramada Hotel, Leicester.

3.2 The Authority has been allocated eight places at the conference although there may be additional places available. The independent custody visitors have been asked if they are interested in attending the conference and twelve have registered their interest.

The ICVA conference fee this year will be £40 per delegate.

The estimated cost of the travel, accommodation and subsistence for the Authority to send twelve delegates to the ICVA national conference is £2,500.
