Appendix 2

2009/10 ASSESSMENT PROCESS

All applications received have been checked for completeness, eligibility and then scored out of a 100 by service areas.

· Applications which scored under 50 were classed as being low priority and are not recommended a grant.

· Applications which scored 50 – 74 were classed as being medium priority and are recommended a grant.

· Applications which scored 75 – 100 were classed as being high priority and are recommended a grant.

Applications for funding are presented by size of grant request.

· Small Grants requesting up to £1,000 of funding

· Medium Grants requesting £1,001 - £5,000 of funding

· Large Grants requesting £5,001 to £15,000 of funding

The maximum funding recommendation is £15,000. All medium and large grant recommendations are calculated on a contribution of 50% of eligible costs.

If the organisation has received 3 years of funding of £5,000 or more from the Council the maximum grant recommendation is 75% of last years funding.

Groups who are requesting a grant for running costs which are over £1,000 are able to apply for up to two years funding subject to the Council’s budget planning cycle.

Update on Issues discussed at the last meeting of the Grants & Awards Advisory Group   

Gateshead School Sports Council

As recommended at the last meeting of the Grants & Awards Advisory Group, officers from Chief Executives Department and Sports & Leisure have met with the project.  
It was clear from the meeting that there was no clear evidence of need behind the amount of funding requested. It was also evident that there was no clear methodology to how the grant was distributed to the schools. The funding pays for school competitions, transport and hire of stadia costs, coaching and equipment and at present it is football and athletics which benefit but the group are hoping to get other sports involved.

The Council was advised about The Framework for Sport for Gateshead, which forms the structure of Gateshead Council’s Sport and Physical Activity Partnership and how they could link into this structure to avoid duplication and ultimately add value to the Partnership. Sports & Leisure Officers would be able to write the Schools Sports Council into development plans and potentially source funding or provide officer support. The group are keen to link to this structure and feel it is the best way forward for the organisation.

As a result it is recommended that the standstill grant of £1,500 is appropriate.

The club is based in Birtley and provides sporting and social activities to its members, who are all over 60.  Although they are a veteran’s bowls club they also welcome any younger people who are interested. The grant would be used for running costs.  The club requested 2 years funding but small grants are not eligible.

Friends of Elisabethville

Applied for - £660

Recommended - £660

Friends of Elizabethville are a community facility on the Elisabethville estate in Birtley.  The group plan and co-ordinate the Elisabethville Community Christmas Activities, which involve all members of the community in various activities.  They are requesting funding towards the cost of the events.

Jazz in Birtley Society

Applied for - £500

This group is located in Birtley and brings live Jazz to the residents of Birtley and Gateshead by the promotion of local, national and international bands.  The club is requesting funding towards running costs.  The group requested 2 year funding but small grants are not eligible.

Ryton Choral Society

Applied for - £1,000

Recommended - £1,000

Ryton Choral Society is a well-established and well-supported group who meet regularly at Ryton Comprehensive School where they rehearse and perform.  The society is to perform 3 concerts in their next season so are seeking support for running costs and professional fees for these.

The Gibside Singers

Applied for - £1,000

Recommended - £1,000

The Gibside Singers is a ladies choir who are based in the Community Centre in Rowlands Gill.  The group have approximately 55 members who range in age from 18 to 80.  The group are requesting funding towards the purchase of new music and transport costs.

Wrekenton Blue Star Charter Standard FC 

Applied for - £1,000

Recommended - £1,000
This group is located in Eighton Banks and aims to increase participation in boys, girls and women’s football. The club has around 70 members who regularly train and play football matches. They are requesting funding towards equipment.  The group requested 2 year funding but small grants are not eligible.

The group are requesting funding towards equipment and running costs for a band they are developing which will play in local events and competitions.  The group requested 2 year funding but small grants are not eligible.

The Association serves the resident and tenants of Birtley East from their base in the Mary Sanders Hall.  They have been running for just over a year and have established a weekly coffee morning and also hold a monthly public meeting. Applied for - £1,000

Recommended -£1,000

This group is the parent/teacher association of Blaydon West Primary School.  They provide support to the school by engaging in activities or providing facilities or equipment which supports the school and advance the education of the pupils.  The school is celebrating its centenary year in 2009 and during the autumn term the children will be learning about local history over the past 100 years.  To complement this, the group are requesting funding towards organising an educational and celebratory visit to a place of historic local interest.

Condition

· Grant can not be used for food or refreshments.

Whickham & District in Bloom Society

Applied for - £960

Recommended - £920

Based in Whickham the Society works alongside Gateshead Council to encourage residents of the area to take an interest in gardening and horticulture.  They are requesting funding for equipment to produce an assembly for KS1 pupils in Whickham schools.  This will raise awareness of the work that is done between the Society and the Council in providing parks, managed woodland and lake areas and help raise appreciation and responsibility towards it.  The group requested 2 year funding but small grants are not eligible.
