EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1.
This report asks Council to adopt the Chopwell Village Masterplan.

BACKGROUND

2.
The Chopwell Village Masterplan has been prepared in response to discussions at the West Area Forum, partner and community consultation exercises, and the outcome of the Rural Housing Strategy and the Operation Goldfinch exercise undertaken in 2007.
3. The draft masterplan proposes to “Promote Chopwell and its rural location and community infrastructure, as an attractive and sustainable place where people want to live”.  In order to deliver this vision a number of key objectives and investment proposals have been developed to deliver regeneration in Chopwell.

4.
The Cabinet considered the facts and issues arising from the report including alternative options and took advice before formulating their recommendations.

RECOMMENDATIONS

5.
The report recommends that Council adopt the Chopwell Masterplan, to support the development of proposals for a phased programme of interventions within the masterplan area, subject to funding availability.
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
