GATESHEAD MILLENNIUM BRIDGE: REMOVAL OF VESSEL COLLISION PROTECTION SYSTEM

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1. This report asks Council to approve the promotion of an Order under the Transport and Works Acct to enable the removal of the vessel collision protection system (VCPS) to the Gateshead Millennium Bridge.

2. The Gateshead Millennium Bridge was completed in 2001.  The power to construct the works was provided by Gateshead (Baltic Millennium Bridge) Order 1999 issued under the Transport and Works Act 1992.  This Order included the provision of a VCPS.  A new Order under the Transport and Works Act 1992 is required for the removal of the VCPS as the original Order did not provide for any variation.

3. The Cabinet has considered the facts and issues arising from the report including alternative options and took all relevant advice before formulating their recommendation.
