IMPLEMENTATION OF DESIGNATED PUBLIC PLACE ORDERS

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1. This report asks Council to approve the implementation of a new Designated Public Place Order within the borough.

2. The Criminal Justice and Police Act 2001 enables local authorities to identify public places in their area where they believe there are problems of nuisance, annoyance or disorder because of the consumption of alcohol.  These public places can be designated so that it is then a criminal offence to refuse to comply with the reasonable request of a Police Constable to stop consuming alcohol or to had over alcohol for confiscation.  The areas become Designated Public Places.

3. On 8 December 2009 the Council advertised Notice of its Intention to make the order in the Newcastle Journal in accordance with section 5 of the Criminal Justice and Police Act 2001 and requested that any representations be made in writing and forwarded to the Council no later than 7 January 2010.  No written representations have been received.

4. If the Designated Public Place Order is approved, the Council are then required to publish a further notice in accordance with section 7 of the above Act.  The Notice would identify the places covered by the order and set out the effect of the order in relation to that place.  This notice would be required before the order takes effect.

5. The Cabinet has considered the facts and issues arising from the report including alternative options and took all relevant advice before formulating their recommendation.

RECOMMENDATIONS

The report recommends that Council approve the implementation of a new Designated Public Place Order within the borough as set out in appendix 2 and covering the areas identified in appendix 3 using powers provided under the Criminal Justice and Police Act 2001.
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
