EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1.
This report asks Council to resolve that the provisions of Sections 15 to 
17 of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1982 will 
apply throughout the Borough of Gateshead from 6 April 2010 in so far 
as they relate to persons carrying on the business of tattooing, semi-
permanent skin-colouring, cosmetic piercing and electrolysis.
2.
Gateshead Council’s current byelaws do not encompass modern skin 
piercing trends and need to be more comprehensive by including, 
cosmetic piercing and semi-permanent skin-colouring.  

3. 
Adoption by the Council of new model byelaws produced by the 
Department of Health, which update specific provisions to reflect current 
infection control advice and industry practice, will give a clearer 
approach for enforcement, businesses and the public.

4.
The Cabinet has considered the facts and issues arising from the report 
including alternative options and took all relevant advice before 
formulating their recommendation.
