Purpose of the Report 

1. This report seeks approval for a programme of surface dressing works in 2010/11.  



Background 

2. The Transport & Highways programmes for 2010/11 include an anticipated revenue allocation of £43,000 for the surface dressing of carriageways and capital allocations of £1,336,000 for the maintenance of roads.  Surface dressing works seal existing carriageway surfaces and restore surface texture to the roads involved, which are generally of a more rural nature.


Proposal 

3. A list of schemes has been prepared in line with the anticipated available budgets and is shown in Appendix 2.  Location plans for the proposed schemes are attached at Appendix 3.


Recommendations

4. It is recommended that Cabinet:  
(i)
Approves the proposed programme of surface dressing works for 2010/11.
(ii)
Authorises the Head of Transport & Highways to award the works to the term surface dressing contractor;


For the following reason:

(i) To maintain the surface condition of appropriate roads throughout the borough;

(ii) To make the most effective use of the Council’s resources.

APPENDIX 1
Policy Context 

1. The proposals are in line with Vision 2030, and in particular support the creation of sustainable and thriving communities, and prosperous communities with a focus on creativity and the environment.  The proposals also support the Local Development Framework (LDF), Local Agenda 21 and the Tyne & Wear Local Transport Plan (LTP).  
Background

2. The Council’s capital programmes for 2010/11 include LTP funded allocations totalling £1,336,000 for the maintenance of roads.  The Transport & Highways revenue budget for 2010/11 includes an anticipated allocation of £43,000 for surface dressing of carriageways.  These works are required to seal existing carriageway surfaces and to restore surface texture to the roads involved, which are generally of a more rural nature.  
3. Road condition information and the lists of outstanding schemes have been used to prepare a programme of works in line with the allocations.  The proposals seek to ensure that roads are maintained to a good standard in compliance with the statutory duty (Highways Act 1980) to maintain adopted highway.

4. To facilitate its highways programmes, the Council has in place a number of term contracts, one of which is for surface dressing.  The works will be carried out during the summer months, depending upon weather conditions and the availability of the surface dressing contractor.

· the Cabinet Members for Sustainable Communities in whose areas the works are proposed;

· Councillors in whose wards the works are proposed.

Alternative Options

6. There are a number of similar roads throughout the borough which are suitable for surface dressing, most of which are treated on a fairly regular basis.  Those chosen for the programme are currently considered to be in the most urgent need of treatment.
