Purpose of the Report

1.
The purpose of this report is to seek Cabinet approval of the list of saved policies toe be submitted to Government Office for approval. 


Background

2.
Under the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004, unless expressly replaced by a ‘new’ policy, ‘old’ policies (in the Unitary Development Plan) are saved for three years from when they were adopted (July 2007). The Secretary of State may make a direction to save specified policies beyond the three year period, and the Council has to make a request for specific policies to be saved. Policies can be saved only where they meet specific criteria (appendix 1). Those saved policies will be extant until they are replaced by emerging Development Plan Polices in the Local Development Framework, for example, those in the Core Strategy or the Site Allocations Development Plan.
Proposal

3. The proposed list of saved policies is in appendix 2. The list of policies not to be saved is in appendix 3.

The proposal does not seek to change Council policy. Where policies are proposed 
not to be saved, there is suitable alternative national policy or the policy is no longer 
in use.

1. The Development Plan is key to achieving the Council’s overall vision for Gateshead. The Gateshead Unitary Development Plan (UDP) has regard to the current Sustainable Community Strategy, Vision 2030. The ‘saved policies’ within the UDP will continue as the Development Plan until they are superseded by future Local Development Framework (LDF) documents. Future Development Plan documents will be in conformity with the Sustainable Community Strategy: Vision 2030.
