Purpose of the Report 

  
1. The purpose of this report is to request Cabinet  approve the following:
· proposed Community Secondary Schools Admission Policy,  2011;
· proposed Community Secondary Schools Sixth Form Admissions Policy, 2011;
· proposed Community and Voluntary Controlled Primary Schools Admission Policy, 2011;
· proposed Planned Admission Numbers (PANs) for Community schools for 2011.

Background 

 2.
At its meeting in April 2009, the Council agreed that the approved school 
admissions policies for September 2010 be used as a basis for consultation on school admissions policies to be adopted for September 2011.  
3.
A new School Admissions Code (the Code) came into force on 10 February 2009, and applied to admissions to all maintained schools and academies from September 2009. The Code and the related legislation ensures that school admission authorities, whether LAs or schools, must operate in a fair way that promotes fair access to school choice, social equity and community cohesion. The Code has a statutory basis and imposes mandatory provisions. Subsequently a further new Code was issued in February 2010 encompassing additional changes to address arrangements for the mandatory admission of children, below compulsory school age, in the September following their fourth birthday, an arrangement already in place in Gateshead. Admission authorities must ensure that their school admission arrangements for 2011 comply with the mandatory provisions of this Code and any observations from the Schools Adjudicator.
4. The proposed school admission policies for 2011 (attached) have regard to the new code and include the mandatory changes. They have been formulated having taken account of the responses received from consultees (including individual parents and carers) following a consultation process that was completed on 15 February 2010. The 2011 policies also have regard to the observations of the Schools Adjudicator that were received and implemented in the 2010 school admission policies. 

5.
Under the School Admissions (Co-ordination of Admission Arrangements)(England) Regulations 2008, new mandatory closing dates for the return of applications by parents and carers have been introduced with effect from the 2011 admission round. These dates have been incorporated into the relevant admission policies.
6.
The proposed Planned Admission Numbers detailed in Appendices 2 and 3 are the same as those agreed in previous years with the exception of two secondary schools (Heworth Grange and Thomas Hepburn) where a reduction is required as part of the Building Schools for the Future Strategy.
7.
Admission authorities must give top priority on their waiting lists, above all other children, to those children who are the subject of a direction to admit by the LA or are referred for admission and allocated to a school through the “ Fair Access Protocol”. 

Proposals
8.
Cabinet is asked to consider the proposed Community and Voluntary Controlled Primary Schools admission policy for September 2011 as attached as Appendix 2, together with the proposed Planned Admission Numbers.  Cabinet is also asked to consider the proposed Community Secondary Schools and Sixth Form Admission Policies for September 2011, attached as Appendix 3, together with the proposed Planned Admission Numbers.
9.
It is proposed to reduce the planned admission numbers of two secondary schools as set out in Appendix 3, effective from 2011. 

10.
It is proposed, in accordance with statutory regulations, to adopt the closing dates of 15 January 2011 (for primary schools) and 31 October 2010 (for secondary schools) for the submission of applications for admission to schools in September 2011.
11. It is proposed to give top priority on a waiting list to children who are the subject of a direction to admit by the LA or who have been referred for admission and allocated a school through the Fair Access Protocol, these children must take precedence over any child on the waiting list.  

Recommendations

12
It is recommended that :  
(i) the  Community and Voluntary Controlled Primary Admissions Policy and Planned Admissions Numbers set out in Appendix 2 are adopted for September 2011;
(ii) the Secondary School Admissions Policy, Sixth Form Admissions Policy and Planned Admissions Numbers set out in Appendix 3 are adopted for September 2011;
(iii) the waiting list procedures will give top priority for children who are the subject of a direction to admit by the LA or have been referred for admission and allocated to a school through  the In Year Fair Access Protocol . These children will receive priority above all other children on the waiting list;
(iv) the Planned Admission Number for Thomas Hepburn Community Secondary School be reduced from 160 to150 and the Planned Admission Number for Heworth Grange Comprehensive School be reduced from 220 to 210, from September 2011;

 

(v)
the approved admissions policies for September 2011 be used as a basis of consultation with schools, the Admissions Forum and others for formulating the relevant admissions policies from September 2012.

To enable the Council to comply with statutory legislation as it relates to school admissions policies and co-ordinated admission arrangements.

APPENDIX 1

Policy Context 

1.   This report supports the Council’s aims as set out in ‘Vision 2030’ of helping people to learn and develop through their lives and in raising levels of educational achievement.  The proposals also support the Council’s Equal Opportunities policy. The report reflects the duties placed on the Council by legislation and statutory guidance.

Background

2. 
At its meeting in April 2009, the Council agreed that the approved school 
admissions policies for September 2010 be used as a basis for consultation on 
school admissions policies to be adopted for September 2011.
 Fair Access
3.
The revised admission policies for Community Secondary, Community and 
Controlled Primary schools for September 2010 were presented to all Community 
Secondary Primary and Infant school Governing Bodies in the autumn term 2009 as 
the basis for consultation on the September 2011 admission policies. This 
consultation period was extended to complement parental consultation process 
undertaken to 15 February 2010. Emmanuel College has been consulted, as is 
required, and has decided not to take part in the coordinated admissions process. 
There is no mandatory requirement for the College to participate in the LA 
arrangements. 

4.
Included in the proposed policies for 2011 are:

· mandatory implementation of the Equal Preference system for all schools; 

· waiting list procedures that allow better access for vulnerable children as referred to above;
· the duty on the LA to decide, if appropriate, to exceed the planned admission number even when the school is full to: 

· admit children in public care;
· admit other children referred for admission through the In Year Fair Access Protocol Panel, when a child is out of school.


Allocation system
5. The Admissions code requires all admission authorities to implement a mandatory equal preference allocation system when considering parental preferences.  This system was successfully implemented for the 2010 admission round and is applicable to all schools, including Voluntary Aided schools. Freedom to express choice under the Equal Preference system does not override the admission criterion for individual schools. 

Waiting lists

6.

Waiting lists will be maintained for all oversubscribed schools for the whole of the academic year. Children who are the subject of a direction to admit by the LA or who have been referred for admission and allocated a school through the Fair Access Protocol must take precedence over any child on the waiting list .If appropriate to do so, the LA through the  Fair Access Protocol may determine that such children should be admitted above the planned admission number for a relevant school.  

Children in Public Care 
7.
Following the implementation of new statute in February 2006 (Statutory Instrument Regulation 128 applies), children in public care must have top priority in community school admission arrangements. 


 Exceptional Social and Medical Grounds
8.
Following observations from the school adjudicator in relation to the 2010 school admission policies, the policies for 2011 have an additional oversubscription criterion for children who qualify for priority under exceptional social or medical grounds.  The LA considers such cases from parents who have submitted the required independent evidence as part of the admission process. Such independent evidence must clearly demonstrate why the chosen school is the most suitable school and what difficulties would be caused if the child were to attend another school. This criterion will apply to children who do not already fall into higher admission criteria. The additional criterion provides greater transparency within the policies indicating where such children will be placed in the admission criteria ranking, when proven. It is important to note that the majority of children with medical or social grounds (proven or not) often already qualify for a place due to their eligibility to a higher admission criteria i.e. they may live in the catchment area of the school or have a sibling in the school and therefore the evidence they submit is not required in the final assesment.


Planned Admission numbers  

9. The Planned Admission Numbers (PAN) for primary schools in Appendix 2 and Appendix 3 are in line with those agreed in the previous year with the exception of those schools highlighted in appendix 3. 
10.
The reductions of the PAN for Thomas Hepburn Community school from 160 to 150 
and for Heworth Grange Comprehensive from 220 to 210 effective from 2011 is to  
support the BSF programme in the East of the borough. The Review of Secondary 
Education Provision in East Gateshead Report to Cabinet dated 11 December 2007 
refers. No objection to the proposed reduction in the respective PANs has been 
received during the consultation process. 
Sixth Form Admission Numbers 

11.
The Admissions Code requires that sixth form admission numbers should reflect an accurate number of the children applying for admission for the first time to year 12. The proposed numbers in Appendix 2 reflect this requirement.
No objections were received from schools, parents or other parties who were consulted on these proposals.  

12.
Mandatory Closing dates for return of applications
Under The School Admissions (Co-ordination of Admission Arrangements) (England) regulations 2008, new mandatory closing dates for the return of applications have been introduced with effect from the 2011 admission round. These dates have been incorporated into the relevant admission policies.   

Consultation

13. 
Admission policies and admission arrangements for Community Secondary and Community and Controlled Primary schools for September 2010 were presented during the autumn term 2009 to all Community and Voluntary Aided Secondary Primary Infant and Junior school Governing Bodies as the basis for consultation on the September 2011 Admission Policies. Proposed Polices for 2011 were presented for consideration. Consultation included neighbouring Local Authorities, Roman Catholic Diocese of Hexham and Newcastle, Church of England Diocese of Newcastle, Durham Diocesan board of Education, School Admission Forum and Emmanuel College in Gateshead.

14.
A consultation exercise was undertaken in November 2009 with parents to seek their views on the community school admission arrangements for 2011 in particular about the admission criteria, PANs, and catchment areas. The consultation process also engaged related parental groups who have an interest in the school admission arrangements including some outside the borough. The consultation period with Governors and Head Teachers was extended from the start of the autumn term to complement the parental consultation exercise that was completed on 15 February 2010. 
15.
Few responses were received despite signposting of the consultation on the 
Council website, displaying posters in most Council buildings and in schools, and 
sending e-mails to all Council staff. Comments were received however, in respect of 
a separate but similar consultation on behalf of those schools who are their own 
admission authorities, undertaken by the LA at their request. These responses were 
forwarded to the schools in question.  The low level of response is perhaps partly 
due to the confidence most parents have concerning the high percentage 
preference match that parents achieve at allocation time in Gateshead, coupled 
with the improvements made in school performance across the borough. 

16.
The Cabinet Members for Children and Young People has been consulted on this 
report.

There is no alternative to considering and adopting policies proposed in this report.

APPENDIX 2 

Proposed- Gateshead Council Community and Voluntary Controlled Primary Schools Admission Policy 2011/12

We allocate places at our Community Primary Infant and Junior Schools using our policy below and co-ordinate admissions to our schools using our co-ordinated admission scheme.   

The policy is as follows:

· Your child will start school at the beginning of the academic year in which they will reach the age of five.  (An academic year lasts from 1 September in one year to 31 August in the following year). However In many schools the first year will include an induction period, (a period for your child to get used to school life).  This period may last from September until no later than the end of the October half term holiday. Parents who wish to defer their child’s entry beyond this period must make this request in writing at the time of application for admission to school. Deferred entry must not extend beyond the beginning of the term after the child’s 5th birthday, or beyond the academic year for which the application was accepted. Deferred entry will be considered by us the local authority (LA) in consultation with the Head Teacher and governors of the school. 

· We will accept pupils up to the school’s agreed Planned Admission Number for the year group unless we feel there are lawful grounds not to do so.

Oversubscription Criteria

We will consider applications from parents who have named the school as any ranked preference on their application form this is called the Equal preference system. If there are more applications for the number of places available at the school we will than allocate places by using the following order of priority:

1. Children in Public Care (and as deemed under Section 22 of the Children Act 1989).

2. Children who live in the school’s catchment area and who will have a brother or sister at the school, or at the feeder junior school during the coming academic year.

3. Other children who live in the school’s catchment area.

4. Other children who will have a brother or sister at the school, or at the feeder junior school during the coming academic year.

5. Other children who have exceptional medical or social grounds see point 1 below

6. All other children.

Point 1-We can consider exceptional individual applications, particularly in cases involving medical or social needs. If you wish to apply on medical or social grounds you must provide written evidence from relevant registered health professionals i.e. a doctor or social worker. The evidence must demonstrate why the chosen school is more appropriate and what difficulties would be caused if they were to travel to and attend alternative schools. We will not consider such applications if the relevant professional evidence is not provided. The evidence will be assessed by the LA Admission Panel. No assumption should be made that submission of the relevant evidence will, in itself, be sufficient to allocate a place. 

Whickham Parochial Church of England Controlled Primary School

This school has the same oversubscription criteria as priorities 1 to 6 above except that criteria 3 and 4 above are reversed. Priority 1, 2, 5 and 6 remain in the same order however for this particular school their oversubscription criteria places priority 4 children above those children in priority 3.

Address 

For the purposes of deciding whether a child lives in the catchment area of a school we will use the parent or legal guardian's address or the address of a relevant adult who has parental responsibility, as defined under the 1989 Childrens Act, for the child. 

Tie breaker

If, within any of the above criteria, there are more applicants than places available priority will be given to those children based on the distance they live from the school, measured ‘as the crow flies’ i.e. in a straight line from the centre of the home residence to the school’s main entrance. Children living nearest to the school will have priority. We measure the distance using a geographical information system (GIS). 

Waiting list

If places become available we will consider all relevant applications based on a waiting list. The waiting list will be maintained by the council from the start of the academic year and be kept for the rest of the academic year. All applicants on the waiting list are placed according to the admission criteria and priorities set out above. However children who are the subject of a direction to admit by the LA or who have been referred for admission and have been allocated a place through the Fair Access Protocol will take precedence over any child on the waiting list.
Important Dates

The closing date for the return of applications is Saturday 15 January 2011.
From 10 September 2010 you can apply for a place in a reception or Junior class for admission in September 2011 by applying on-line at www.gateshead.gov.uk you must submit your application by no later than Saturday 15 January 2011.  Alternatively you can obtain an application form from the Head Teacher of your first preference school in Gateshead, which must be completed and returned by no later than Saturday 15 January 2011

APPENDIX 3

Proposed Gateshead Council Community Secondary Schools
Admission Policy 2011/12

We allocate places at our Community Secondary schools using our policy below and we co-ordinate the admissions to our schools using a co-ordinated admission scheme.

The admission policy is as follows:

· Secondary schools will normally admit pupils between the ages of 11 and 16, or 11 and 19, depending upon the school.

· We will accept pupils up to the school’s agreed planned admission number for the year group unless we feel there are lawful grounds not to do so. 

Oversubscription Criteria

We will consider applications from parents who have named the school as any ranked preference on their application form this is called the Equal preference system. If there are more applications for the number of places available at the school we will than allocate places by using the following order of priority:
(1) Children in Public Care  (and as deemed under Section 22 of the Children Act 1989)

(2) Children who live in the school’s catchment area.

(3) Children who will have a brother or sister at the secondary school during the coming academic year.

(4) Other children who have exceptional medical and social grounds see point 1 below 

(5) All other children.

Point 1- We can consider individual applications in cases involving exceptional medical or social needs. This kind of application must be supported in writing from relevant registered health professionals i.e. a doctor or social worker. The evidence must demonstrate why the chosen school is the most suitable and what difficulties would be caused if the child were to attend another school. We will not consider such applications if the relevant evidence is not provided. If provided the evidence will be assessed by the LA Admission Panel. No assumption should be made that submission of the relevant evidence will, in itself, be sufficient to allocate a place.

Tie breaker

If within any of the above criteria there are more applicants than places available priority will be given to those children based on the  distance they live from the school, measured ‘as the crow flies’ in a straight line from the centre of the home residence to the school’s main entrance . Children living nearest to the school will have priority. 

Sibling link

For your child to receive priority because of an older brother or sister in the sixth form at the school, the brother or sister must have been at the school at the start of Year 11.

Address

For the purposes of deciding whether a child lives in the catchment area of a school   we will use the parent or guardians address or the address of a relevant adult who has parental responsibility, as defined under the 1989 Children Act, for the child.

Waiting list 

If places become available we will consider all relevant applications using a waiting list . The waiting list will be maintained  by the council from the start of the academic year and be kept for the rest of the academic year. All applicants on the waiting list are placed according to the admission criteria and priorities set out above. However children who are the subject of a direction to admit by the LA or who have been referred for admission and have been allocated a place through the Fair Access Protocol will take precedence over any child on the waiting list.
Important Dates 
From Friday 10 September 2010 Gateshead Residents can apply on-line at www.Gateshead.gov.uk Applications must be submitted by Sunday 31 October 2010. 

If your child lives in Gateshead and attends a Gateshead School and is due to transfer to secondary school you will receive information through your child’s school on 10 September 2010. If you complete a paper application form you must return it to the Head Teacher of the school your child currently attends in Gateshead by Sunday 31 October 2010. 


If your child does not attend a Gateshead school but lives in Gateshead, you must write to School Admissions, Regent Street, Gateshead, Tyne & Wear, NE8 1HH to request an application form. Alternatively you can apply on-line. Applications must be submitted by Sunday 31 October 2010

If you live outside of Gateshead and want to apply to a Gateshead school you must obtain an application form from your own Council and return it to them by their closing date. We will honour the closing date of our neighbouring Councils. However you must still write to us at the address above and request an “Admission to Secondary school” booklet so that you know what the admission arrangements are to Gateshead schools. This information is also available on our website at www.gateshead.gov.uk. Your own Council will send us notification of your application and they will let you know the final allocation of a school place for your child.

APPENDIX 3 Cont’d
Proposed Community Secondary Schools  Sixth Form Admission Policy - September 2011, Applications for Year 12
We the Local Authority (LA) are the admitting authority for the school our policy is as follows: 

The school provides courses of study for post 16 (6th form) students. The majority of the 6th form students transfer from year 11, but we generally have places available for external students.

The entry requirements for 6th form are largely dependent on the course of study that a student wishes to access.  They are the same for internal and external students 

In general, students wishing to access Advanced Level courses must possess a minimum of 4 GCSEs at grade C.  To access Intermediate Level courses, some GCSE passes at grade D/E and/or appropriate Level 1 qualification(s) are required.  There are no specific qualifications required for entry to Foundation Level courses.

Details of specific entry requirements and courses available may be obtained from the school. The availability of courses is dependent upon the number of applicants and the financial sustainability of the course and the governing body of the school determines this in consultation with the LA.  

In the event of oversubscription priority will be given to:

1. Students who have attended the school in the previous academic year (during Year 11) and who satisfy the school’s entry requirements for the course available. 

2. All other students of the relevant age who satisfy the school’s entry requirements for the course available.

Where there are more applicants than places available in any of the priorities above we will then give priority to children in the following order:

(a) Children in Public Care (and as deemed under Section 22 of the children act 1989

(b) Students who live in the school’s catchment area.

(c) Students who will have a brother or sister at the secondary school during the coming academic year.

(d) All other students.

Applicants refused admission to a 6th form are entitled to appeal to an independent appeals panel.
