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Introduction
The Safer Gateshead Partnership Plan 2008/09 – 2010/11 was published in April 2008.  The Plan aligns with Gateshead’s Next Generation Local Area Agreement and contributes towards Vision 2030, Gateshead’s Sustainable Community Strategy.

This 2010/11 Partnership Plan refresh should be read in conjunction with the full Partnership Plan.  The refresh outlines progress made within the third year of the Plan, reviews the strategic priorities of the Partnership and details the updated performance targets for the following year.
The aim of the 2010/11 Partnership Plan remains the same: ‘to enhance our partnership approach in Gateshead, working together to provide a more co-ordinated approach to eventually enable everyone in Gateshead to feel safe and secure’.

Background

We have a statutory requirement to produce an annual Strategic Assessment and Partnership Plan.  The third Safer Gateshead Strategic Assessment was completed in December 2009.  It forms part of an intelligence-led approach to community safety, which enables a more focussed, resource-effective and partnership-oriented delivery of options to help:
· better understand the patterns and trends relating to crime, disorder and substance misuse;

· set clear and robust strategic priorities for the Partnership;
· develop interventions and activities that are driven by reliable intelligence-led evidence;

· deploy resources more effectively to accurately meet the needs of the local Gateshead community;

The analysis of community safety issues in Gateshead has been structured using a problem-orientated approach – in that it considers aspects of offending behaviour, victimisation and place-based considerations to provide a cross-cutting assessment of the strategic issues in Gateshead.

The Strategic Assessment covered the 12 month period running from October 2008 to September 2009 and has used data/information obtained from both statutory and non-statutory partner agencies, including: the Local Authority, Probation Service, Northumbria Police, Tyne and Wear Fire and Rescue Service, Tyne and Wear Research Institute, Nexus, Gateshead Magistrates Court and The Gateshead Housing Company.

The assessment confirmed some of our 2008/09 – 2010/11 priorities and identified additional priorities that we need to consider.  The amended Partnership Priorities were then confirmed via a comprehensive community consultation exercise undertaken during January 2010.
There were seven draft priorities identified by the Strategic Assessment in terms of volume, harm and national importance:

· Improving Public Confidence and Perception

· Addressing Crime/Community Safety Issues in Priority Wards

· Diverting Young People

· Reduce Re-offending

· Reducing Alcohol-related Harm

· Supporting Victims in Gateshead
· Reducing Volume Crime/Anti-Social Behaviour
Strategic Assessment – Statistics
Key crime, disorder and substance misuse statistics from the Strategic Assessment period include:
Crime

· We have made great strides in reducing crime in Gateshead.  Total crime has fallen by 15.5% in the last 12 months – equating to 2,208 fewer offences; while the longer-term crime trend shows consecutive year-on-year reductions since 2002.

· Successful reductions have been achieved in most major crime categories (displayed in table below).  The greatest volume decreases were achieved in vehicle crime, criminal damage and violence against the person.
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* Robbery, sexual offences and instances of serious wounding have all been quite rare
— equating to the smallest proportion across all offence types — as are the number of

murder and homicide offences reported in Gateshead.

e All crime types associated with Most Serious Acquisitive Crime have successfully
reduced — although shoplifting offences only fell by a relatively small margin compared

to all other crime types. This is quite worrying given that this is a high volume crime
type and that it is likely to be effected in the next strategic period by the downturn in

the economy.

e The following crime categories have increased proportionately compared to last year
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· Despite falling by almost 15% on last year – the number of vandalism/ criminal damage offences recorded in Gateshead continues to outweigh all other crime types by a considerable margin (accounting for 28.5%).
· The increase in drug-related offences can be directly attributable to a rise in proactive intelligence-led drug operations undertaken.  The overall perception of drug use and/or drug dealing within the local Gateshead community has continued to fall.

· There is a clear link between substance misuse and crime.  Alcohol was identified as a contributory factor in almost 13% of all recorded crimes.  This proportion is even higher for specific crime categories such as violent crime in which alcohol was an influencing factor in over 45% of offences.  
Incidents

· Anti-Social Behaviour accounts for 21% of all calls to the Police.
· There has been a 17% fall in the number of reported Anti-Social Behaviour incidents within the Gateshead borough; with youth-related Anti-Social Behaviour decreasing by 26%.  The perception level of Anti-Social Behaviour (being a big problem in Gateshead) has remained stable.
· The majority of Anti-Social Behaviour issues continue to relate to Rowdy and Inconsiderate Behaviour – despite incidents falling by over a fifth (22%) on last year; although the number of Anti-Social Behaviour issues linked to Noise and Nuisance Neighbours increased collectively by 8%. 

· The decline in vehicle thefts and targeting of motorcycle disorder incidents has contributed to the successful reduction in the number of incidents relating to inappropriate use of and abandoning of vehicles; while vehicle-related fires has also fallen.  
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* There has been a reduction in the number of vehicle-related incidents which is in line

with fewer vehicle thefts; while the level of primary-vehicle fire has also decreased
over the same period. It was not possible to identify how many vehicles had been set
alight after being reported stolen/for an offence.

* There has been an 11% increase in street drinking incidents — which correlates to the
16% increase in alcohol-related crime in Gateshead.

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· Fire-related incidents and criminal damage are closely linked with, and often made worse by, Anti-Social Behaviour-related issues. In line with reducing Anti-Social Behaviour and criminal damage – Gateshead has achieved impressive reductions in primary and secondary fires and is on target to meet all but one fire-related performance indicator.
Cross Cutting Issues

· Gateshead appears to conform to regional patterns of heavy alcohol use.  Alcohol-related hospital admissions were found to be significantly higher in Gateshead than in the whole of the South of Tyne and Wear.
· There has been an increase in individuals accessing structured drug and alcohol treatment in Gateshead.
Partnership Priorities
The seven draft priorities were consulted upon during January 2010 with members of the Safer Stronger Communities and Culture Partnership, all five Area Forums and Gateshead residents with support from a range of Council Services and Involvement Forums.
The consultation exercise confirmed that we should adopt the seven strategic priorities and also helped us to prioritise our work for the year ahead.  Although all seven priorities will be addressed by the partnership, it was decided that a more focussed approach would support delivery and outcomes. This resulted in the identification of an overarching theme and the targeting of specific priorities. 

Overarching Theme

· Improving Public Confidence and Perception

Improving public confidence in community safety/criminal justice services and perception of the fear of crime and Anti-Social Behaviour has been identified as the key overarching priority that the Partnership will address in 2010/11.  This will be embedded throughout all of our priorities and within wider partnership work.
Targeted Priorities

Safer Gateshead partners and the consultation process identified that we should target the following three priorities:
· Addressing Crime/Community Safety Issues in Priority Wards

· Diverting Young People

· Reduce Re-offending

Remaining Priorities

We will over the next 12 months also concentrate on the following issues:

· Reducing Alcohol-related Harm

· Supporting Victims in Gateshead
· Reducing Volume Crime/Anti-Social Behaviour
It must be noted however, that the introduction of the Total Place initiative across Tyne and Wear may subsequently result in additional priorities and challenges for 2010/11.  Further information on Total Place can be found in the Cross-cutting Issues section.

Evidence for Priorities
Overarching Priority – 
Improving Public Confidence and Perception

· Improve the level of public confidence in our services

· Improve the public perception of fear of crime and ASB

Safer Gateshead partners would like to ensure that our communities feel safe and have confidence in our services.

Through greater communication and engagement, communities themselves can play a more active role in keeping themselves safe and confident.  We now have a greater understanding of our communities concerns via the Tyne and Wear Perception Survey, Place Survey and targeted survey work such as Operation WAYS.
The national drive to improve public confidence in the Criminal Justice System and perception of the fear of crime and Anti-Social Behaviour has increased the need for greater community engagement and involvement within the work of the Community Safety Partnership.
We will continue in future years to ensure that our strategic priorities are appropriately reflected and influenced by local concerns so that members of the public are confident in our ability to deal with issues that are most important to them. 

Targeted Priority – 
Addressing Crime/Community Safety Issues in Priority Wards
· Reducing the perception and volume of crime, disorder and substance misuse within the following priority ward areas:

We recognise that some neighbourhood areas continue to suffer higher than average rates of crime, disorder and substance misuse problems.
Priority wards have been identified within each of the five Neighbourhood Management Areas.  These locations have been selected as they contribute negatively to a higher proportion of community safety problems in Gateshead, for example:
· Bridges suffers almost three times more crime than the Gateshead average (and accounts for 11% of all recorded crime); 
· The High Fell ward contributes to the highest proportion of both alcohol-related offences and alcohol-related hospital admissions;

· A higher rate of vehicle crime than the Gateshead average was identified in the Felling, Blaydon and Bridges wards – accounting for 21% of all vehicle thefts and 29% of all theft from vehicle offences in Gateshead. 

· There are a higher proportion of first-time Youth Offending Team entrants living within the Dunston and Teams ward; while higher rates of Probation clients were identified as residing within the Bridges, Felling and Dunston and Teams –mirroring those wards with high crime and disorder rates; 

· The priority wards are closely linked with the findings of the Vulnerable Localities Index.
These areas tend to have greater levels of deprivation, unemployment and lower educational attainment than that found elsewhere in the Gateshead borough and are long-term historical hotspots.  
Targeted Priority  – 
Diverting Young People (from Crime/Disorder/Substance Misuse):
· Provide early diversionary and educational interventions with young people (particularly those aged between 10-24 years) to tackle youth-related crime, disorder and substance misuse.

There is a significant link between young people and low-level crime and disorder (particularly Anti-Social Behaviour and criminal damage offences).  This has a negative impact on perception and fear of crime issues.
Younger people were found to be more prolific in their offending activities – with 31% of all recorded crime in Gateshead linked to 10-19 year-olds.  This was even higher for specific crime types such as criminal damage (responsible for 50% of offences).  This group also accounted for almost half of all first-time offenders.
Early intervention and prevention work can have a real impact on improving outcomes for young people and keeping them from being drawn into the Criminal Justice System from an early age.  It is important therefore that we identify and engage with young people – particularly in some of our more social deprived ward areas.

Diverting young people away from crime, disorder and substance misuse was the top consultation priority.
Targeted Priority  – 
Reduce Re-offending:

Develop an Integrated Offender Management Approach including:

· Improve treatment outcomes and address the wider needs of substance misuse (including housing, employment, education and training).

· Develop cross-border working to help reduce offending in Gateshead

We intend to develop an overarching strategic framework to reducing re-offending via an Integrated Offender Management approach which will further align the work of our partner agencies, so as to ensure a co-ordinated approach.
We recognise that repeat re-offending is having a considerable impact on the level of crime and ASB within Gateshead.  To tackle this, we need to work on the long-term rehabilitation of offenders by addressing the wider social needs connected to and influencing their offending behaviour.  

Reducing re-offending was the second highest consultation priority. Also, 34% of offenders were accused of committing at least two offences during this strategic period and 71% of offenders had previously been arrested (prior to October 2008) highlighting the importance of tackling re-offending.  

Developing more appropriate treatment services to help improve the number of clients that are sustained in drug and alcohol treatment is essential to ensuring positive steps towards improving outcomes and reducing re-offending for this challenging group. 

Remaining Priority – 

Reducing Alcohol-related Harm:

· Reduce the volume of alcohol-related crime and disorder.

· Increase the number of clients engaged in structured alcohol treatment 

· Sustain the number of clients engaged in structured alcohol treatment

The number of offences linked with alcohol has increased by 16% during this assessment period.  The influence of alcohol is strongly associated with criminal damage, anti-social behaviour and violent offences and has wider-reaching hidden harm implications linked with improving health inequalities.  

Gateshead conforms to regional patterns of heavy alcohol-use and is performing significantly worse than the regional and national averages for most alcohol-related harm measures.

The borough appears to have one of the highest levels of hospital admissions for alcohol nationally, which has been steadily increasing since 2002/03.
The number of individuals engaged in structured alcohol treatment within Gateshead has risen during 2008/09 – although 45% of clients appeared to be discharged in an un-planned/un-controlled way.  
The high un-planned discharge rate indicates that our services are finding it hard to motivate engaged clients to complete a care plan.  This suggests that we need to provide a closer analysis of the service users’ demands of alcohol provisions to help increase and sustain the number of clients in treatment.
Remaining Priority – 

Supporting Victims in Gateshead:
Targeted partnership work/interventions to:

· reduce the level of repeat victimisation (including buildings/businesses)
· tackle domestic violence/abuse (inc. improving the level of reporting)
· tackle hate-related crime and incidents
· reduce the impact of crime and disorder on businesses

The risk of being a victim of crime in Gateshead has fallen to its lowest level since 2002.  There are still however, too many victims of crime and some communities continue to suffer higher-than average levels of crime/disorder.

The vast majority of victims were targeted once during this strategic period.  14% of victims appeared to experience in excess of one offence; while a very small proportion of victims suffered in excess of five offences.  34% of all victim episodes relate to business premises.
By providing a greater level of support to victims, we can help generate further trust and confidence in our services.  We must ensure effective and appropriate support mechanisms are available for all victims of crime, particularly when addressing the needs and concerns of our most vulnerable individuals and groups.  In particular, we aim to target hate-related crime and domestic violence/abuse, through our multi agency approaches such as MARAC (Multi Agency Risk Assessment Conferencing) and Hate Crime Management meetings. This will enable us to provide a more co-ordinated approach to these safeguarding issues.  
Remaining Priority – 

Reducing Volume Crime/ASB:

Target reductions in the three highest volume crime/incident categories:

· Criminal Damage

· Violent Crime

· Theft Other (inc. Shoplifting)

· Anti-Social Behaviour
The perception of crime and Anti-Social Behaviour will be tackled through driving down volume crime categories in Gateshead.  This is evidenced by the statistics noted within the earlier section of the Plan.
Cross Cutting Issues

The following issues have been identified as having a cross-cutting impact on a range of community safety issues within Gateshead:
Safeguarding Agenda
Safeguarding vulnerable children and adults, who are at risk of harm sits at the heart of the work that we do.  We recognise that safeguarding encompasses three key concepts: protection, justice and empowerment and through the work of our partners recognise the important role that we all have to play to address these concepts.

Those who need safeguarding help are often elderly and frail, living on their own in the community, or without much family support in care homes; they are often people of all ages with physical or learning disabilities, and people with mental health needs at risk of suffering harm both in institutions and in the community. 

Over the next twelve months we will aim to make sure that all work relating to both adult and children’s safeguarding, is joined up and that policies and strategies to improve safeguarding practice are effectively coordinated and put into practice. 

Specifically all responsible authorities within the partnership will address the issues raised by the inspection of the Care Quality Commission of Adult Social Care which has stated that we will “embed adult safeguarding in strategies and practice across Council and partner agencies”. 

Community Resilience 
To be inserted
Think Family:
Think Family' is an integral part of delivering a continuum of services and means reforming systems and services provided for vulnerable children, young people and adults to ensure services work together to:
· Identify families at risk to provide support at the earliest opportunity;
· Meet the full range of needs within each family they are supporting or working with;
· Strengthen the ability of family members to provide care and support to each other. 

The challenge is to deliver a range of services that meet the continuum of needs that families might experience.  This includes the delivery of multi-agency universal services, the availability of early intervention and preventative services and targeted services for parents experiencing significant problems. 
There are 3 specialist Family Intervention Projects available within Gateshead delivered in partnership with Barnardos.  These Family Intervention Projects target intensive support to families whose behaviour is likely to result in poor outcomes for their children.
Counter Terrorism Agenda:

In March 2009, the Government launched Contest 2, the revised strategy for countering international terrorism in the United Kingdom.  The aim of the strategy is:

‘to reduce the risk to the UK and its interests overseas from international terrorism, so that people can go about their daily lives freely and with confidence’.

There are four main work streams to the Strategy – PURSUE, PREVENT, PROTECT and PREPARE.

The challenge for the coming year will be to ensure Gateshead is a safe place to live by working closely with local communities to prevent anyone from becoming involved in violent extremism and to implement our plans for developing protection measures for crowded places.

Tackling Drugs:

Historically the drug treatment system has reacted to emergent and/or episodic performance management need giving the appearance of fulfilling and meeting service user need but simply satisfying the functions of the drug treatment system in as far as it is the best solution the system could deploy to cope with its inherent performance demands. 

Future developments within the current drug treatment system will build upon the success to date of reducing the harm caused by drugs, reducing re offending and retaining people in treatment for 12 weeks or more.  Joint Commissioning priorities will be to establish pathways to stable accommodation, education, training and employment, along with other social care outcomes which will sustain the long term recovery and integration of problematic drug users into mainstream services.
Total Place Initiative
Gateshead, South Tyneside and Sunderland set up a joint ‘Total Place’ pilot to explore how a "whole area" approach to public services might lead to better services for the customer at reduced cost through collaboration, introducing new ways of working and local leadership.  

We have identified three change proposals for our Local Strategic Partnerships to focus on this year.  

· Better collaboration across our 3 CDRPs (Crime and Disorder Reduction Partnerships), starting with Integrated Offender Management across all three localities – pooling resources, information and contracting.  
· Pilot a multi-disciplinary approach to families most at risk in ‘hotspot’ neighbourhoods – timely intervention focused around the family. 
· Aligning and sharing work to change social attitudes and behaviour around alcohol misuse - creating a single, clear social marketing message and removing duplication of effort, working with Balance (the Regional agency raising awareness of the harm caused through alcohol misuse). This will also involve closer engagement with communities in neighbourhoods to help residents change behaviour in relation to alcohol misuse.
Over the next twelve months we will prioritise our approach to Total Place and in particular focus on the CDRP Shared Approach Theme.
