“Concessionary bus travel has been prioritised by local people in Gateshead through our consultation on ‘Vision 2030’, our long-term strategy for the future, within which we have an ambition that, by 2020, we can achieve “…free public transport for all Gateshead residents”.

Towards that, this Council supports the exiting free concessionary bus travel schemes, including the scheme for people over 60s that is enjoyed by 28,000 local people in Gateshead and eight million nationally.

We call on all three major political parties, on social and environmental grounds, to pledge their continuation for these schemes without changing the criteria for eligibility.

In addition, the work of the Tyne and Wear Integrated Transport Authority on concessionary travel schemes for other groups is welcomed and we look forward to early development of such a scheme for teenagers and other young people.”
