EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
1. This report asks Council to designate the Head of Development Law and Democratic Services as the Council’s Scrutiny Officer.
BACKGROUND
2. In accordance with Section 31 of the Democracy, Economic Development and Construction Act 2009 the Council is required to designate one of its officers as “Scrutiny Officer” to discharge the following functions:
(a) to promote the role of the authority’s overview and scrutiny committee or committees;

(b) to provide support to the authority’s overview and scrutiny committee or committees and the members of that committee or those committees;

(c) to provide support and guidance to –
(i) members of the authority,
(ii) members of the executive of the authority, and

(iii) officers of the authority.

In relation to the functions of the authority’s overview and scrutiny committee or committees.

3. The Council’s Head of Development Law and Democratic Services with the support of his service already undertakes these functions and it is considered that the current arrangements work satisfactorily.

RECOMMENDATIONS
4. The report recommends that the Council designates the Head of Development Law and Democratic Services as the Council’s Statutory Scrutiny Officer.
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
