EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1. This report asks Council to approve the list of UDP policies to be saved.
2. Under the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004, unless expressly replaced by a ‘new’ policy, ‘old’ policies (in the UDP) are saved for three years from when they were adopted.  The Secretary of State may make a direction to save specified policies beyond this period, and the Council has to make a request for specific polices to be saved.
3.
Policies can be saved only where they meet a specific criteria and those saved policies will be extant until they are replaced by emerging Development Plan Policies in the Local Development Framework, for example, those in the Core Strategy or the Site Allocations Development Plan.
4. The Cabinet has considered the facts and issues arising from the report including alternative options and took all relevant advice before formulating their recommendation.
